Re-entry Studies

He is focusing on who goes into these programs as part of why
and how they are effective.

He will use the 2004 data to determine an outcome aspect of the
study.

There was discussion of the possible incendiary nature of the
report. It could display the overly discretionary aspects of the
process for which DOC might be held accountable.

Ivan had concerns as to the size of the study, but Steve feels that,
because he is looking at types of housing rather than the individual
facilities, the study will be of a manageable size.

The study is not to determine the progress of the facilities, but
rather to provide an education summary of the
who/what/where/why of community supervision.

Ivan wondered if a study could look into the effect of recidivism
from the perspective of public safety rather than the usual: money
and capacity.

Steve will compile ideas for a Special Parole study
including a characterization of who receives the
sentence, why recidivism rates are high, etc. He

will work with Randy and Jerry Stowell.
