Approval of minutes from previous meeting - October 18, 2010.
Discussion of the meeting with other work groups:

The group discussed the combined meeting with the other workgroups and the potential overlap and coordination.  It was determined that there is very little overlap.  All of the work groups agreed to keep each other informed.

Extant material available as source information:

The group discussed the national database to provide statistics.

Cost Increases:
Some of the data we will be seeking is the increase in public utilities over the years.  The insurance board could possibly provide auto and liability data.  We should also seek data on malpractice liability, the maintenance of technology.  We could get per user costs for encryption.  Numbers on staff training may be more difficult to obtain.
Cindy will ask DCF Engineering how to go about gathering data on property maintenance and repairs on residential vs. office buildings.  The Housing Authority may be a possible source of data.  Pat will check with his audit firm.

Financial Condition of Agencies:
The committee decided on the Liquid Funds Indicator (LFI), Liquid Funds Amount (LFA), and debt ratio as key indicators to determine the condition of the agencies.  Cindy met with Joan Twiggs, DCF Statistician, who agreed to attend our next meeting to speak with the Workgroup about the design of a random sample.  It was determined that there is no representation from the Department of Social Services.  Cindy called DSS to identify someone to sit in on this workgroup. 
Sources of Revenue:
A handout was given out which shows where the funding comes from and Fee for Service vs. Grant funding.
Trend data shows that Charitable Giving has declined by 11%

New Business:
