	Welcome and Introductions
	Anne Foley convened the meeting at 2:10 p.m. and informed members that Secretary Genuario was detained, but would join the meeting as soon as possible.  She noted that Enid Lipeles, appointee of the House Minority Leader, has resigned from the council. 



	Review Draft March Meeting Minutes
	John McCarthy moved to accept the March 7, 2008 meeting minutes.  The motion was seconded by Christine Keller and approved on a voice vote.  



	Report on Results Based Accountability Work
	Bennett Pudlin and Ronald Schack from the Charter Oak Group gave an update on the Results Based Accountability project.  The presentation detailed the framework of the results based accountability model.  The project has refined the Quality of Life Results Statement, Population Indicators, Secondary Indicators, Service Delivery System Strategic Areas, State Partner Agencies, System Measures, Common Program Measures, and Data Development Agenda.  After a brief discussion, members agreed to the following changes:  include the Department of Labor on the list of state partner agencies; include target populations as a strategic approach; and add participation rate in the federal earned income tax credit program under common program measures.  Also, it was suggested that the Council focus on no more than two service delivery system strategic areas.  Charter Oak will incorporate the recommendations into the document.


	Legislative Action to Address Child Poverty
	Anne Foley reviewed a list of public acts passed during the 2008 legislative session that impact child poverty.  The list includes six bills, including two executive branch proposals that will expedite access to existing benefit programs.



	Food Stamp Employment and Training Program (FSET)
	Kevin Loveland discussed S.B. 344 ACC Family Prosperity and the Recommendations of the Child Poverty and Prevention Council.  The legislation requires DSS to administer a Food Stamp Employment and Training program which the department currently administers.  Rather than returning all federal matching funds to participating providers, the legislation requires 25% of the funding to be diverted to community collaboratives to implement poverty reduction strategies. These strategies are aligned with the goals and work of the Child Poverty and Prevention Council. Implementation of these strategies increases the likelihood of additional state revenue which is not dependent upon the current economic climate.


	Report on Economic Modeling
	Ed Schmidt provided an update on the status of the Economic Modeling Request for Proposals (RFP). The RFP will be distributed within the next couple of weeks.  Secretary Genuario will ask various Council members to serve on the selection committee.
