	The Chair asked subcommittees for an update on the follow-up requests made by legislators. Updates included:

Additional information requested include: Communication/Coordination- develop specific funding request for each recommendation. The subcommittee reported that the design phase of the interchange and automated communication systems will take approximately 20-40 hours for each system at a cost of $65-$85 per hour. The implementation phase will take approximately 40 hour per system at a cost range of $65-$85. 

Utility Rate Program- provide information on other state experiences and develop the fiscal impact to be subsidized by other rate payers. This will be addressed after review and discussion of the Apprise Report at the January 29 meeting. 

Early Intake Process- provide information on supplanting and costs related to the implementation of an early intake process. Update not available.

Funding Needs & Resources- provide information on the target population(s) to be served, specific benefits, number of households to be served and the funding request for implementation. Information is available in the Affordability Gap Study which is posted on Operation Fuel’s website.

The Chair reviewed the proposed 2008 Workplan and recommended that the board continue the subcommittee approach to accomplish its work. The subcommittees include: Utility, LIHEAP Communication, CEAP Recommendations and Weatherization. Shirley Bergert’s motion to approve the workplan with the provision that the CEAP Recommendation subcommittee is changed to the Energy Assistance Recommendation subcommittee. The motion was seconded by Chris Herb. The motion was approved by a voice vote.
