I. Call to Order

Chairman Kelleher called the meeting to order at 9:34 a.m.

II. Chairman’s Comments

Chairman Kelleher reviewed the meeting agenda.
Chairman Kelleher noted the recent letter from Mr. Popp announcing his resignation from the Board.  Chairman Kelleher and several Board members thanked Mr. Popp for his service and wished him well.  A letter from Chairman Kelleher has been sent to the co-chairs of the Transportation Committee, asking for their appointment to succeed Mr. Popp’s term.
III. Approval of Minutes—May 21, 2009

Under Secretary Smith made a motion (2nd: Wray) to approve the minutes from the last meeting of the Board.  Voice vote—motion passed.

IV. Presentation: Electronic Tolling Systems & Mechanisms
Chairman Kelleher introduced the presentation as intended to further the Board’s education on tolling as a process of thought and consideration of how it relates to the potential use of tolls in Connecticut; as well as being part of a larger effort to provide greater understanding of tolling systems worldwide.
Gerald Baseel and Vinodh Swaminathan from IBM provided an overview of IBM’s involvement and interest in transportation.  The presentation included a discussion on intelligent transportation systems, road user charging and several specific tolling systems used worldwide.
Following the presentation Board members discussed the type of collaboration between political units, issues of data privacy and personal intrusions as well as the percentage of transponder used in these systems.

V. Other Business

Chairman Kelleher noted the briefing on the Working Group on Transit as provided by Karen Burnaska.
Commissioner Marie reviewed ConnDOT’s involvement and activities related to the use of ARRA funds as well as the agency’s continued engagement in seeking these funds.  Specifically, Commissioner Marie noted the administration’s aggressive efforts to pursue federal funding for implementation of the New Haven-Hartford-Springfield Rail plan.  

Pam Sucato touched on transportation issues on the state level, including the annual resurfacing program and the low degree of legislative activities during the past legislative programs.

Chairman Kelleher reminded members that the Board’s next meeting is scheduled for September 17th.
