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The meeting started around 1:35 p.m.

New Issues:

1. Temperature Fluctuations – Joe Brooks attended the meeting to address this issue.  There is no computerized temperature control in building 450.  Temperature adjustments are manual.  Joe explained there are differences in temperature depending on where someone sits along the duct line.  The temperatures are cooler along the beginning of the line versus at the end of the line.  Joe also advised that at times during the summer, the Complex received warm water for its chilled water system.  In addition, Joe also explained that the unusually hot summer contributed to the problem -- the equipment could not handle the extreme temperatures.  Marianne Courchaine reminded staff to report temperature problems to Ed DerAsadourian.  Allan Johanson believes there is conservation money available to put in a computerized temperature control system in building 450.  Amanda Morrill will follow-up with DPW.

Updates

1. Parking and Parking Lot Issues – Amanda reported that bridge inspection work was slowed down due to problems with bird netting.  Amanda has been told that the work will be completed in two weeks.  Amanda reported the RFP for lead paint removal is scheduled for release in December.  

2. Safety Walkthroughs – The plan is to resume walkthroughs sometime in the late fall.  Walkthroughs will begin in Budget and PDPD.  

3. Basement Storage and Annual Cleanup – The agency announced its second annual cleanup initiative.  The Office of the Secretary, Administration, Budget, IGP and Strategic Management devoted time for the cleanup and organization of files.

4. Security Assessment – There has been no news from DPW.  MaryAnn Palmarozza will place an inquiry with DPW regarding the DPW security audit as well as the audit conducted by Homeland Security.

5. Disaster Plan Checkup -- The Organizational and Staff Development Unit distributed a quiz to help educate staff in safety procedures at OPM.  The quiz was well received based on reports received from staff.

6. Emergency Phones in Concourse – Amanda Morrill reported DPH does not have the funds to purchase emergency phones for the concourse.    

7. First Aid Provider Update – Steve Netkin has been added for the Budget Division and is certified.  Tammy Kowalski has volunteered for OLR and needs to be trained.  Marianne Courchaine reported that all staff need to be recertified.

8. Committee Member Training – MaryAnn Palmarozza trained Carolyn Smith-Stokes.

9. Bloodborne Pathogen Plan Update – No changes are required.  Marianne Courchaine will distribute the plan to members of the Committee.   

10. Drip in Concourse – Amanda Morrill reported no repairs are taking place at this time as they don’t know where the water is coming from other than somewhere from the driveway. 

11. Elevator Inspection – Amanda Morrill reported that the elevator in building 450 is scheduled for a load test in October after hours.  

12. Speed Bumps – The plastic bumps have been replaced and are ½ inch shorter than the original speed bumps.  The speed bumps are, however, pointed.  The size of the speed bumps are within code.  The next set of speed bumps to be installed will be rounded.  Amanda Morrill will inquire whether the ones that have already been installed can be rounded.  

New Issues, Continued
2. Ceiling Leak – Amanda Morrill reported there are problems with the restrooms on floors one through five in the main building of 450.  Amanda has met with three contractors.  These reports will be used by DPW to release an RFP.  

3. Fire Alarm on Fourth Floor – Marianne Courchaine reported that someone in the fourth floor ladies room reported that she could not hear the fire alarm on September 18th and that there were no strobe lights.

4. Concourse Mirrors – Marianne Courchaine reported that the mirrors need to be repositioned.

5. Vendors in Cafeteria – In response to a question from Marianne Courchaine, Amanda Morrill reported that this is handled through the cafeteria.

6. Back Flow Preventors – In response to an inquiry from Allan Johanson, Amanda Morrill reported that they are tested annually and that the test is current.

7. Tree Roots – Amanda Morrill reported that the trees in the eating area between 460 and 470 Capitol Avenue are getting too big and need to be removed.
