Updates: 

1. Parking and Parking Lot Issues – There was no information to report regarding the RFP for lead paint abatement, which was scheduled for release in December.  Ralph Barra reported a concern regarding vanpool parking.  Ralph said other cars cut in front of him while he is parking the van against the back wall.  Ralph suggested that the parking area for vans be relocated to get out of harms way.  

2. Safety Walkthroughs – MaryAnn Palmarozza reported that walkthroughs have not resumed at this time but there remains a commitment to do so.

3. Security Assessment/Additional Security Measures – MaryAnn reported the Department of Public Safety, Division of Homeland Security conducted a security assessment of the 410-474 Capitol Avenue Complex.  The report did not include any new revelations and cited concerns related to free access throughout the Complex and the need to increase the number and level of security guards.  Next steps regarding the assessments conducted by the Department of Public Safety and Department of Public Works are unknown at this time.

4. First Aid Provider Update -- Marianne Courchaine reported that staff need to be re-certified but that the training is on hold until the issue of layoffs is resolved.  Skip Thomas said he will contact the first aid instructor and coordinate the training for sometime in January or February of 2003.

5. Bloodbourne Pathogen Plan Update – Marianne Courchaine provided Skip Thomas with an updated copy of the plan.  Marianne will e-mail the updated draft to Committee members.  Marianne noted the only change to the plan is the date.

6. Elevator Inspection – The load test was completed.

7. Speed Bumps – There was no new information as to whether the speed bumps that were installed could be rounded.

8. Ceiling Leak/4th Floor Men’s Room – Servus Management issued bids for this work.

9. Cause of Temperature Fluctuations/Lack of Air Conditioning – We are waiting to hear from Servus Management as to whether conservation money is available to put a computerized temperature control system in building 450. 
10. Fire Alarm/4th Floor Ladies Room – We are waiting to hear from Servus Management regarding the report that people could not hear the fire alarm in the 4th floor ladies room.

11. Concourse Mirrors – The mirrors in the concourse are still out of alignment, which occurs when they are washed.

12. Tree Roots – Joy Gutis reported the project to remove the trees in the eating area between 460 and 470 Capitol Avenue is on hold until funding can be identified.

New Issues:

1. Parking on December 26 and 27 -- Ralph Barra asked whether staff would be able to park behind the 410-474 Capitol Avenue Complex on December 26 and December 27.   Joy Gutis reported that the 410-474 Capitol Avenue parking lot will not be open to all staff since Servus Management was unable to estimate the amount of staff who would be out of the office those days.

2. Pending Layoffs --  The pending layoffs may impact the composition of the Building and Safety Committee as well as OPM fire captains and alternates.  This matter will need to be addressed once the issue of layoffs is resolved.
