The meeting began at 1:30 PM.

Updates:

1. Ergonomics Training – A walkthrough is scheduled for 11/28 and the quarterly visits and training will continue into 2002
2. Parking Lot – 410 gate is now down in the morning causing back up of vehicles entering lot…Lead Abatement project, asked DOT to schedule after session…handicapped space in rear parking lot not available due to manhole cover damage…Amanda responsible for checking out emergency towers under highway, previously blue lights were lit, now they are not, can they be…
3. Safety Walkthroughs – Have not done Budget or PDPD…hope to in the near future
4. Basement Storage Cleanup – ongoing preparation, Marianne mentioned ease of preparing RC 108, Request for Records Disposal
5. Security Assessment/Additional Security Measures – Report was submitted to Ray Philbrick of DPW…some of suggestions were wearing ID badges at all times…limiting visitors’ access to stairways to the concourse…removing access card entry to cafeteria…removing pay phones from cafeteria area…recommendations of contractor and Ray will be going to Commissioner Anson for review…Commissioner Anson will meet with complex agency heads…once implementation decisions are made, meeting will be held for all employees to discuss changes being made to procedures…upon implementation, new and changed procedures will be included in tenant handbook
6. Refrigerator Cleaning – refrigerators will be cleaned on the last Friday of each month…a reminder will be sent to all employees via e-mail
7. Extraordinary Service Award Breakfast – had special guests, State Troopers assigned to serve the needs of employees in state buildings in the Hartford area…procedures are in place to include them in any building crisis and they are working on responding promptly to calls
8. Fire/Emergency Drill Update – Flashlights have been provided to all fire captains…did a voice communications test using telephone paging system…test went OK but was limited, a complex wide test will be done in near future…fire captains meeting will be held sometime in January (not yet scheduled)
9. Cafeteria Survey – tenant committee initiated the survey…Rob is aware of the results…let staff know to file complaints re cafeteria with Ed and Joy
10. Posting meeting minutes – will attempt to post minutes to Intranet within 2 weeks of meeting
11. Marking on doorways – Servus will work to clean them off if possible
New Issues:

1. Anthrax Guidelines – guidelines published by DPW have been distributed to all staff, DPH and DPW recommend NOT using masks and gloves but do recommend having anti-bacterial wipes available for routine use after opening mail…wipes have been distributed to all staff

2. Emergency Defibrillators – DPH has purchased several machines and placed them in various DPH locations…there is one on the first floor…Skip Thomas is certified to use one…anyone receiving new first aid training will receive defibrillator training…each machine is $3,000 - $4,000…protocol for ‘man down’ scenario…call 911, call beeper number for assistance from DPH…call security

3. Other New Issues:

· Shuttle – shuttle is now doing a larger loop to include LOB, loop takes @ 20 minutes

· Spaces with cones under highway – these are spaces identified as off limits by DOT because of their proximity to the newly installed debris catchers…cars are prohibited from parking there due to concerns about falling debris…spaces will soon be striped to indicate no parking allowed
