HARTFORD -- State Victim Advocate Michelle Cruz, Esq., is set to release the investigative report conducted by the Office of the Victim Advocate (OVA) in response to the murder of domestic violence victim Jennifer Magnano on August 23, 2007 in Terryville, CT.
“This investigative report details the final months of Jennifer Magnano’s life as she courageously fled her extremely abusive husband, Scott Magnano,” Michelle Cruz stated.  “Unfortunately, the report also highlights the significant barriers faced by Jennifer and her children; a journey that many domestic violence victims continue to encounter throughout the state.”
A press conference will be held at the Legislative Office Building, Room 1C; Hartford at 11:00 a.m.  Members of Jennifer’s family will be in attendance at the press conference to support the recommendations contained within the OVA’s investigative report.   
“Although it has been more than 25 years since the horrific events occurred in Torrington, CT; domestic violence continues to plague our society and lives are being lost,” added Michelle Cruz.  “This report identifies archaic attitudes and downright failures on the part of those whose job it is to assist and protect victims of domestic violence.”
