HARTFORD -- State Victim Advocate Michelle Cruz, Esq., is set to release the investigative report conducted by the Office of the Victim Advocate (OVA) in response to the murder of domestic violence victim Tiana Notice on February 14, 2009 in Plainville, CT.
“The investigative report identifies procedural gaps in the enforcement of orders of protection, which if addressed promptly, will undoubtedly better protect victims of domestic violence and their families”, Cruz stated.
A press conference will be held on Tuesday, September 28, 2010 at the Legislative Office Building, Room 1D; Hartford at 11:00 a.m.  Members of Tiana’s family will be in attendance at the press conference to support the recommendations contained within the OVA’s investigative report.   
Alvin Notice, father of domestic violence victim Tiana Notice stated, “Law Enforcement needs to realize that every domestic violence incidents reported to the police has the potential to become fatal and should be treated as such.”

Cruz added, “The need for statewide domestic violence polices and procedures, specifically addressing the best practices for the enforcement of orders of protection is clear.  To date, the majority of law enforcement’s departmental polices are silent to the proper procedures for responding to violations of orders of protection—the need for change is NOW!”
