NOTICE OF HEARING

Based on Governor Malloy’s directives, the Public Utilities Regulatory Authority (Authority) established the above cited docket to conduct an investigation into the tree trimming practices of Connecticut’s utility companies. The member of the Authority’s technical staff or employed hearing examiner so designated shall have the same powers as the Authority, or any Director thereof, to conduct a hearing, except that only a Director of the Authority shall have the power to grant immunity from prosecution to any witness who objects to testifying or to producing any book or paper on the ground that such testimony, book or paper may tend to incriminate said witness.
