The green square in Darien is Whole Foods. Information discovered via newspaper article. The 2 charging stations are free for store customers to use during store hours.

The blue triangles indicate proposed charging stations. All the proposed locations came from the report that Lee Grannis’ from GNHCC presented to the council.

The blue square in Enfield is Control Module Industries

On the next page, I is a list of all the towns were electric vehicles are registered. Glastonbury and Greenwich each have 2 electric vehicles registered.

The last page is information about the charging stations.
