a. Any further procedural steps;

b. The requirement that the Board's Decision and Order contain a statement of findings of fact and conclusions of law; and 
c. All rights to seek judicial review or otherwise to challenge or contest the validity of the Order entered pursuant to the Agreement.
7. The record on which the Decision and Order of the Board will be based shall consist solely of this Agreement.
8. This Agreement shall not become part of the official record unless and until it is accepted by the Board.
ORDER
Pursuant to Connecticut General Statutes, sections 20-280b and 20-281a, the Connecticut State Board of Accountancy ORDERS that:
1. By 4 PM two weeks from the transmission of this agreement, _____________ 2009, Respondent shall deliver to the Connecticut State Board of Accountancy at its offices at 30 Trinity Street, Hartford, CT 06106: 
a. A copy of this agreement signed by the Respondent;
b. A complete application for reinstatement of its firm permit; and
c. A penalty in the amount of $250.
