2. At all relevant times, until December 31, 2008, Respondent held a Certified Public Accountant License number ____________.
3. Respondent failed to submit an application and fee for renewal of CPA License number ____________ by December 31, 2008.

4. Respondent failed to submit an application and fee for renewal of CPA License number ____________ by the extended grace period of January 31, 2009.

5. Based upon the facts as set forth above, respondent failed to renew License number ___________ in a timely fashion.
6. Respondent continued to conduct business as a CPA on and after January 1, 2009 in the same manner Respondent conducted such practice when holding a CPA License.
7. Respondent admits he/she has legal and proper notice of the allegations regarding failure to renew his/her CPA License on the schedule set forth by the Board, and that the State Board of Accountancy has jurisdiction to issue the orders set forth herein.
8. Respondent waives:

a. Any further procedural steps;

b. The requirement that the Board's Decision and Order contain a statement of findings of fact and conclusions of law; and 
c. All rights to seek judicial review or otherwise to challenge or contest the validity of the Order entered pursuant to the Agreement.
9. The record on which the Decision and Order of the Board will be based shall consist solely of this Agreement.
10. This Agreement shall not become part of the official record unless and until it is accepted by the Board.
ORDER
Pursuant to Connecticut General Statutes, sections 20-280b and 20-281a, the Connecticut State Board of Accountancy ORDERS that:
Respondent shall deliver

1. A copy of this agreement signed by the Respondent.

2. A complete application for reinstatement for 2009, including the $450 fee and 40 hours of cpe completed between July 1, 2007 and June 30, 2008.

3. A $250 late penalty.
