Mr. Labossiere reported that the Department of Transportation (DOT) proposes to Quitclaim a vacant parcel of land containing 2,919+/- sq. ft. (0.07+/- acre) located on the easterly side of Redding Road in the Town of Redding for the sales price of $6,500.  He said that the parcel is non-conforming to zoning and traverses the frontage of the sole abutting property owner, Cedar Ridge, LLC.

Mr. Labossiere indicated that Fee Appraiser Michael Fazio utilized the Sales Comparison Approach in order to establish value.  The abutting property is zoned R-2 (Residential) and its highest and best use is for residential development.  After making adjustments to the comparable sales for differences in characteristics, the appraiser arrived at a unit value of $2.35 per sq. ft.  He said that the asking price of $7,500, which included a $500 administrative fee, was presented to the abutting property owner.  Mr. Labossiere stated that after extensive negotiations, both parties agreed to a proposed sale price of $6,500 which equates to $2.13 per sq. ft. and is within 9% of the appraised unit value.
Mr. Labossiere recommended Board approval for the following reasons:

1. The sale complies with Section 13a-80 of the Connecticut General Statutes which governs the sale of excess property by the Commissioner of Transportation.
2. The abutter is the only eligible purchaser.

3. The Quitclaim Deed and Release Map are consistent.
