Mr. Greenberg moved and Mr. Cramer seconded a motion to enter into Open Session.  The motion passed unanimously.

Report of Property Acquisitions.  Mr. Babiarz reported that the Board has been provided with a copy of a memorandum from Richard C. Ms. Goodhouse recommended to the Board that it approve the release/relinquishment of a use restriction contained in a Quitclaim Deed from the State of Connecticut to the City of Stamford, limiting use of land designated as Parcel 22/“Clinton Avenue Extension” (0.38+/- acre), for highway purposes only in accordance with Section 13 of Special Act 07-11.  Said parcel may be used for the relocation of the road and other than highway purposes to facilitate Grantee's development project.  There is no monetary consideration to be paid to the State.
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Ms. Goodhouse indicated that she has provided the Board with a copy of a memorandum, dated January 9, 2008, concerning her in-depth analysis of the subject proposal (See Attachment C).
Mr. Greenberg commented that the Department of Economic Development has assisted the RBS Greenwich Capital Property Acquisition Corporation (RBS) by providing $100.0 million in Urban Reinvestment Tax Credits over ten years, and the CDA approved a $9.0 million sales and use tax exemption on construction materials.  Mr. Greenberg said that even though the construction of the RBS facility will result in additional jobs and revenue to the State of Connecticut, he expressed concern that the State will be losing between $1.0 to $2.0 million as a result of the transfer of the parcel to RBS.  He suggested that the Board defer its vote on this matter until the next meeting so that he could obtain additional information.
