Ms. Goodhouse recommended Board approval to expend the sum of $9,500 to acquire a total of 5,650+/- sq. ft. of land, in fee; easements to slope for support (3,050+/- sq. ft.) and for safety (3,350+/- sq. ft.) of the highway; 
easement to install metal beam rail and end anchorage, and rights from two parcels of land; and a 2,250+/- sq. ft. drainage right-of-way.  

Ms. Goodhouse said that Parcel 1 is 11.4 acres of commercial land, improved with a 30’ x 96’ garage.  Parcel 2 is 26.26 acres of residential land (R-88) improved with a dilapidated farmhouse and barns.  She said that Department of Transportation (DOT) Staff Appraiser John P. Kerr opined that the improvements would not be affected by the takings.  Mr. Kerr’s appraisal justifies the acquisition price of $1.25 per sq. ft. for the commercial land and $.23 per sq. ft. for the residential land.
