Legislative Bills.  Mr. Babiarz provided the Board with a copy of the following proposed legislative bill:
Proposed Bill No. 5113   -
An Act Concerning Surety Bonds In Contracts For Public Projects.

Purpose:


That section 49-41 of the general statutes be amended to increase the





amount of the surety bond required by contractors in contracts for public 
buildings and other public works to one million dollars more than the 
amount of the contract.
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PRB File #05-307 – Purchase and Sale Agreement – Norwich State Hospital, Norwich/Preston – Buyer:  Town of Preston.  Ms. Goodhouse reported that the Department of Public Works (DPW) submitted a copy of the purchase and sale documents relative to the subject transaction.  She said that during her review of the documents, she found about five (5) oversights in the deed (legal description).  Ms. Goodhouse indicated that she has communicated the same to DPW.
State Properties Review Board Proposed Regulations regarding Appeals Concerning Compensation for Outdoor Advertising Structures.  Ms. Goodhouse indicated that the Board’s regulations are scheduled on the Regulations Review Committee agenda for January 27, 2009. Mr. Cramer reported that on September 21, 2000, the Board approved a Contract for Claims Analysis with Navigant Consulting for a fee not-to-exceed $384,480 (PRB #00-419).  Not by way of limitation, the scope of services included the following:

Provide project-wide document review and organization; provide analysis of masonry façade 

issues and an analysis of the Naek Construction Company claim.

On February 25, 2008, a First Amendment to the Contract, in the amount of $304,500, was approved (PRB #08-46) that expanded the consultant’s scope of services to include the following:


Provide the law firm of McCarter & English with support services to recover damages from


the masonry contractor (Bacon Construction Company), Tishman Construction Company 


(CM), and Henningson, Durham & Richardson (Architect), etc., concerning the failure of 

the exterior wall systems.
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In addition, the First Amendment also increased the Consultant’s hourly rates which had been guaranteed through June 2001.

Mr. Cramer said that the proposed Second Amendment, for an amount not-to-exceed $200,000, is intended to compensate Navigant for continued support services required by the law firm of McCarter & English.  Navigant will provide services related to the Bacon Construction Company Pre-Judgment Remedy (PJR) hearings scheduled for February 9, 2009 through February 13, 2009 and a meeting/mediation with all the remainder parties that are subject to DPW’s legal complaints.  The Consultant’s fee is allocated as follows:

1. Bacon Construction PJR Hearings:  Estimated hours – 210 x $266.67 per hour average rate = $  56,000
2. Initial Meeting with Defendants:  Estimated hours – 552 x $253.62 per hour average rate =       140,000
3. Estimated Direct Expenses Billed at Cost         =                                                                               4,000
Total Fee Not-To-Exceed                 $ 200,000
After review, Mr. Cramer recommended Board approval of the subject Second Amendment.
