1. An Act Concerning (AAC) Advertising for Space, which amends C.G.S. 4b-34(a);

2. AAC Duties of the Public Works Commissioner, which amends C.G.S. 4b-1(a)(5);

3. AAC Purchase, Sale and Leasing of State Real Property and Allocation of Space, which amends C.G.S. 4b-21(c).

Ms. Goodhouse recommended approval of the subject Department of Transportation (DOT) proposal to acquire a 2,980+/- sq. ft. drainage right-of-way (DROW), approximately 20-feet wide, crossing the property from front to rear a length of 150-feet between the two commercial buildings situated on the lot.  The proposed DROW is valued at $38,300 ($13.50 per sq. ft.) and is consistent with prior acquisitions in this series (valued between $10.00 and $14.50 per sq. ft.).  The proposed work will augment and upgrade an existing 10-foot wide DROW previously acquired by DOT over the property.  She said that DOT will also reconstruct 895+/- sq. ft. of the driveway into the premises, placing curbs and replacing the sign on the site, for which there will be no monetary compensation.
