Ms. Goodhouse reported that this parcel was part of a corridor that was taken by DOT for the relocation of Jones Hollow Road where it intersected with Hebron Avenue, Route 66, moving it so that it intersected with North Main Street.  A portion of the release area is the new location of the town road Jones Hollow Road, and the release area abuts land of the Town of Marlborough or land to be released to the Town of Marlborough, and the parcel also abuts the Town Center Green.  She 
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recommended that the Board approve the release to the Town of Marlborough for the following reasons:

1. The Quit Claim Deed complies with Section 32 of Special Act No. 07-11 wherein the commissioner of transportation is required to convey the subject property to town of Marlborough.  The Act specifies that administrative costs are allowed, which are not recited in the deed, but DOT will collect $1,000 in administrative costs.

2. The legal description in the Quit Claim Deed agrees with the release map.

3. The Treasurer approved the Deed on January 9, 2008.

4. The property reverts to the state if the town does not retain ownership of all of said parcel, leases all or any portion of the property, or does not use the property for municipal space purposes.

Mr. Cramer reported that on December 2, 2004, the Board approved Moser Pilon Nelson as architect of record for the project to relocate Norwich Technical High School from 590 New London Turnpike, Norwich, to the 40-acre Mohegan Campus of Three Rivers Community College, located at 7 Mahan Drive, Norwich.  The project includes 133,000± GSF of new building construction, 76,000± GSF of renovations and 15,000± GSF of building demolition for a total building area of 209,000 GSF at substantial completion.  In order, Construction and Total Project Budgets are $46,250,000 ($221.29/GSF) and $66,718,760.

Mr. Cramer explained that the proposed Amendment #1 is intended to compensate the Architect for revisions to contract documents completed in 2005 that are attributable to programmatic changes requested by CTHSS and an expansion to the scope of relocation services provided by the Architect and/or sub-consultants.  The additional consultant services proposed in the Amendment will revise the Architect’s total fee from $3,641,510 to $3,915,830, an increase of $274,320.
Mr. Babiarz provided this summary of the proposed Amendment #1:
1. Provide additional relocation & coordination services concerning the relocation of the TRCC president’s office & science department from the Mohegan Campus to the Thames Valley Campus and provide temporary relocation services at the Mohegan Campus to remove and reinstall cafeteria furniture, custodial storage, nursing program, tele/data equipment and related personnel and relocate the Dean of Student services office.

Coordinate & oversee the relocation of Norwich THS from New London Turnpike to Mahan Drive including all furniture and equipment (F&E), prepare floor plans showing location of  F&E, prepare delivery schedule, prepare a data base of all new F&E,  asset-tag new F&E, prepare a master schedule of all F&E, assist in hiring movers, prepare F&E budgets, supervise & coordinate the moving of all F&E, witness commissioning of all new equipment and assist in staff   building orientation and equipment training.
