COMMUNICATIONS
New Department of Administrative Services Commissioner and Deputy Commissioner.  Ms. Goodhouse reported that Governor M. Jodi Rell announced on January 29, 2008 that Brenda L. Sisco will become the new Commissioner of the Department of Administrative Services (DAS), effective February 1, 2008.  In addition, the Governor announced that Martin W. Anderson has been named Deputy Commissioner.  Commissioner Sisco will succeed Anne Gnazzo who will retire on January 31, 2008.
Report of the Governor’s Commission on the Reform of the Connecticut Department of Transportation.  Ms. Goodhouse provided the Board with a copy of a 9-page “Draft” report concerning the findings and recommendations of the Governor’s Commission to reform the Connecticut Department of Transportation.
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Surplus Property.  Ms. Goodhouse provided the Board with copies of memoranda from Robert L. Genuario, Secretary, Office of Policy and Management (OPM), dated January 11, 2008 and January 18, 2008, to advise that State-owned property, known as Seaside Regional Center, located on Shore Road, Waterford, Connecticut, and property located at 827 Main Street, Willimantic, Connecticut, respectively, have been declared surplus, and in accordance with C.G.S. 4b-21(b), OPM is soliciting re-use proposals for these properties from State agencies.
Meeting with the Department of Public Works.  Ms. Goodhouse reported that she has a meeting today at 10:30 a.m. with Shane Mallory, Administrator, Leasing and Property Transfer, and Rachel Whitesell, Attorney, to discuss a couple of issues relative to Leases and to also discuss the possibility of reducing the amount of paper currently submitted with each proposal (See Attachment A).  
The Board indicated that it was amenable to reducing the amount of paper submitted with leasing proposals, on a trial basis, and suggested the following:
1. In addition to the original proposal, three (3) copies of the total lease proposal with complete documentation.

2. One scaleable floor plan, as approved by the client agency, showing the demised premises.

3. Nine (9) copies of a transmittal memo in summary form, with certain attachments (i.e., Statement of Financial Interest; Gift and Campaign Affidavits; Contact Affidavit; and Notice of Listing Agreement), that provides the Board members with an accurate synopsis of the proposal.
