Chairman Greenberg called the meeting to order.

Mr. Millstein moved and Mr. Cramer seconded a motion to enter into Open Session.  The motion passed unanimously.
OPEN SESSION  

ACCEPTANCE OF MINUTES OF DECEMBER 13, 2007.  Mr. Pepe moved and Mr. Cramer seconded a motion to accept the minutes of February 4, 2008.  The motion passed unanimously.
ACCEPTANCE OF MINUTES OF DECEMBER 20, 2007.  Mr. Pepe moved and Mr. Cramer seconded a motion to accept the minutes of December 20, 2007.  The motion passed unanimously.
COMMUNICATIONS
Reimbursement of Expenses.  Mr. Cramer moved and Mr. Pepe seconded a motion to approve reimbursement of meeting and mileage fees to Mr. Greenberg for his inspection of property in Danbury with Ms. Goodhouse on February 1, 2008 (PRB File #08-007).  The motion passed unanimously.

PRB File #08-007.  Ms. Goodhouse commented that the subject lease proposal would have been on today’s agenda, but the Department of Public Works has withdrawn the proposal in order to make some corrections to the lease document.
Kevin Kopetz, Managing Attorney, and Roberta Avery, Attorney III, Department of Public Works, joined the meeting at 9:45 a.m.

Ms. Avery introduced Mr. Kopetz to the Board.
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Mr. Kopetz told the Board that he started his position as Managing Attorney with the Department of Public Works (DPW) on December 7, 2007.  Prior to this position, he was with a law firm and was also the First Selectman for the Town of North Haven for the past seven (7) years.  
Mr. Kopetz said that his position with DPW is to oversee all legal work associated with Contracts, construction and leasing, and legislative proposals.  Mr. Cramer commented that one area that continues to be of concern is the number of construction change orders.  He said that the Board has made a recommendation concerning this matter in its Annual Report to the Governor for Fiscal Year 2006-2007.  Mr. Babiarz indicated that in prior years, Appendix “J” of DPW’s Annual Report to the State Properties Review Board summarizes legislation enacted during the last session of the General Assembly. He said that Section 4b-2(a) stipulates that proposed statutory changes should be included in the annual report DPW makes to the Board, and that it would be very helpful if all known statutory changes that Public Works expects to introduce during the upcoming session of the General Assembly were submitted to the Board for review prior to submission.  Mr. Babiarz commented that the practice of withholding such information often results in the introduction or enactment of legislation that diminishes the level of oversight provided by the Board.

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Ms. Goodhouse provided the Board with a spreadsheet outlining the details of the lease-out (See Attachment A) and recommends approval.
