Chairman Greenberg called the meeting to order.

Mr. Millstein moved and Mr. Cramer seconded a motion to enter into Open Session.  The motion passed unanimously.

COMMUNICATIONS
Reimbursement of Expenses.  Mr. Millstein moved and Mr. Cramer seconded a motion to approve reimbursement of meeting and mileage fees to Ms. Musumeci and Messrs. Greenberg, Millstein, Cramer and Josephy for their inspection of farm property in Lebanon on February 4, 2009 (PRB File #08-405-A).  The motion passed unanimously.

Report of Property Acquisitions.  Ms. Goodhouse reported that the Board has been provided with a copy of a memorandum from Richard C. Allen, Rights-of-Way Administrator, dated February 3, 2009, which provides a list of land payment vouchers, not in excess of $5,000.00, processed during the month of January 2009 (See Attachment A). 

Governor’s Recommended Budget for Fiscal Years 2009-2010 and 2010-2011.  Ms. Goodhouse provided the Board with a copy of a budget narrative entitled “Reforming and Streamlining State Government” and a copy of the Board’s proposed budget for Fiscal Years 2009-2010 and 2010-2011 as recommended by the Governor (See Attachments B and C, respectively).  She pointed out that the Board has been recommended for consolidation with the Department of Administrative Services (DAS).  Two significant changes recommended to the Board’s proposed biennial budget are the 
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elimination of one clerical position and the transfer of the remaining budgetary funds to DAS.  Ms. Goodhouse further noted that Governor’s Bill No. 839 – An Act Concerning Mergers and Consolidations Of Various State Agencies is the proposed bill that would effect the Board’s merger into the Department of Administrative Services (Sections 7 and 8), if passed.
Appropriations Subcommittee.  Ms. Goodhouse reported that the Board has been scheduled for a budget hearing before the Appropriations Subcommittee for Tuesday, February 10, 2009 at 6:00 to 6:30 p.m. at the Legislative Office Building.

consisting of two parcels, of farm property known as the "Major Farm".

The Board reported on its site visit to the Major farm in Lebanon.  The Department of Agriculture proposes to acquire the agricultural development rights to approximately 95.8+/- acres at a negotiated price of $383,200+/- ($4,000 per acre).  The subject is formerly a dairy farm, consisting of two parcels, that are now used for crop farming.  One parcel is bounded by the west side of Camp Moween Road and the south side of Norwich Avenue (87.0+/- acres).  It is improved with a colonial-style dwelling and stanchion barns in fair to poor condition.  The second parcel consists of 8.80+/- acres that face the larger tract from the east side of Camp Moween Road and south side of Norwich Avenue.  This parcel is not improved with any building structures.  Two additional parcels containing a total of 27.1+/- acres located along the north side of Norwich Avenue will be excluded from the farmland preservation program because they are primarily wooded wetlands.

The acquisition price is well supported by two appraisals summarized as follows:
