Ms. Goodhouse reported that this release to the City of Shelton is authorized by Section 17 of Special Act 07-11 which, subject to Board approval, requires the release of 14,176+/- sq. ft. of vacant commercial land located at the southeasterly intersection of Bridgeport Avenue and Platt Road.  The Act requires that the parcel be used for municipal purposes.  According to information provided by the Department of Transportation (DOT), the City wants the property because there is an on-going ponding issue at the end of Platt Road at its intersection with Bridgeport Avenue.

Ms. Goodhouse recommended Board approval for the following reasons:
1. The release is authorized by Section 17 of Special Act 07-11.  The Act says the Commissioner of Transportation shall “convey to the city of Shelton, at a cost equal to the administrative  costs”, which is recited in the Quitclaim Deed as $1,000.
2. The act further states the requirement that the “city of Shelton shall use said parcel of land for municipal purposes. If the city of Shelton: 
(1) Does not use said parcel for said purposes; 

(2) Does not retain ownership of all of said parcel; or

(3) Leases all or any portion of said parcel,

the parcel shall revert to the state of Connecticut.”  This limitation is stated in the Quitclaim Deed prepared by DOT.
3. The Quitclaim Deed was signed by the Treasurer on January 15, 2010.
4. The legal description is consistent with the survey provided.

On December 18, 2009, the Aldermen of Shelton voted to accept the subject property, “as is”, from the State.  Shelton had hoped that DOT would resolve an outstanding issue concerning an abutter to the Southeast, who installed a riprap drainage system on the property.  DOT was not successful in negotiating an easement with the abutter, so the City is accepting the property “as is”.

Mr. Cramer reported that Arute Field Stadium, which is used for recreation, lacrosse and football, has grandstands on the home side of the field but no seating on the visitor’s side. The Architect/Engineer of record is Clough Harbour & Associates (PRB #09-86), whose scope of design includes the construction of footings on which new ADA compliant, aluminum bleachers will be installed on the visitor’s side of the stadium with a seating capacity of 2,800± persons. The project also includes the construction of a new one-story concrete block support structure beneath the bleachers to house restrooms, lockers, utility/mechanical areas and storage facilities. The support structure will have temporary electric unit heaters and code compliant ventilation and restroom exhaust systems.

Additionally, the Architect/Engineer is designing the relocation of existing athletic field lighting and poles, fire alarm/voice evacuation systems and utility connections for water, sanitary sewer and electrical service and paved access pathways to the seating system from campus roadways. The improvements are designed to serve the future adjacent track and soccer fields. With a planned seating capacity in excess of 1,000, this is a threshold project by statute (CGS 29-276b).

In order, construction and total project budgets are $2,316,500 ($827/seat) and $3,335,000. Central Connecticut State University (CCSU) will fund total project cost from its operating budget.

Mr. Cramer said that under Task Letter #3, “On-Call” contractor DPMCT will perform the following services during the design and construction phases:

Design Phase Services:

· Attend design coordination meetings with the design team and keep meeting notes;

· Maintain a project schedule with periodic updates;

· Follow the project design coordination issues and track issues that may impact on the evolving total project schedule;

· Assist DPW in coordinating the design team submittals throughout the design phase process;

· Provide value engineering assistance by recommending alternative solutions to maintaining or reducing costs in order to stay within the project budget;

· Coordinate DPW project prolog access and training requirements in preparation of implementing the construction record filing systems.
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Construction Phase Services:  Construction Administration services during the construction phase of the project shall be provided in accordance with the applicable provisions of the “on-call” contract, and include the following:
· Schedule management;

· Supervision and inspection;

· Project meetings;

· Documentation, records & reporting;

· Change orders;

· Construction budget;

· Payments to contractor;

· Special inspection management;

· Claims and disputes;

· Prolog, project closeout.

The proposed Task Letter for construction administration services by DPMCT Inc. is summarized:

It was noted that the “On-Call” contract for $500,000 with DPMCT Inc. was extended until September 30, 2010.  After this task, the contract will have a balance of $302,620.  The Department of Public Works has confirmed that funds are available.  According to the proposal letter, the fee is based on (1) 68 hours, Project Executive @ $160/hour, and (2) 1,044 hours, Senior Project Management @ $95/hour.  The necessary certification regarding gifts and campaign contributions has been provided.

Mr. Cramer said that everything was in order except that because of the scope of work, the consultant should provide evidence of the amount of liability insurance carried, and the credentials of a Connecticut licensed professional engineer associated with the project.
