Mr. Millstein moved and Mr. Cramer seconded a motion to enter into Open Session.  The motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Babiarz reported that on September 12, 2005, the Board approved a contract with Amenta/Emma Architects for a total fee of $316,580 based on a construction budget of $3,500,000.  The Architect’s total fee included $11,580 of sub-consultant services (A2 & T2 survey, borings and hydrant flow tests).  He said that the subject Commission Letter #1 proposes to compensate the Architect an additional $25,120 for 56 calendar days plus 59.5 hours of construction administration services that the Architect provided during a 206 day extension of the general contractor’s construction contract which had an initial duration of 365 calendar days.  The fee is invoiced as follows:
 56 days x $273.93 per day    =           $15,340 (Contract dated 9/23/05 CA fee is $100,000 / 365 days = $273.97 per day)

 59.5 hours x $125.96 per hr  =               7,495 (In 2005, the Architect’s rate for a project manager was $120 per hour.




                 Therefore, the increase/hour is only 4.97% over 3+/- years).

Mr. Babiarz recommended to the Board that Commission Letter #1 be returned to the Department of Public Works (DPW) pending resolution of the following:

1. Form CS-3A, V, of the Architect’s contract permits a 10% markup for “Special” services if the Architect engages a licensed consultant to provide such services subject to the prior approval of DPW.  The submittal should substantiate that the 10% markup contained in the Architect’s invoice is congruent with the Article cited above.

2. The memo accompanying the Commission Letter reports the project completion date was 2/1/08 following a 206 day extension of the construction contract.  Because the Architect’s initial fee of $316,580 contained a 1.25% markup for accelerated design and construction, the reason(s) for the 56% increase in construction duration should be part of the submittal.

Mr. Cramer reported that the subject Commission Letter #3, for a fee not-to-exceed $33,000, is to compensate the project engineer, Diversified Technology Consultants (DTC), for the services summarized below:
· Prepare a Statement of Special Inspections with a special inspection schedule per the 2003 International Building Code;

· Assist in the identification of services required by a testing laboratory;

· Perform structural and geotechnical inspections and provide at least two written reports per month;

· Review material certifications, lab and field reports provided by the contractor or independent testing lab; and

· Provide the following minimum site visits:  Five (5) during foundation installation, 7 during steel erection, and 7 during masonry installation.  Issue an inspection report for each visit and a final report.

After review, Mr. Cramer recommended Board approval of Commission Letter #3.

OTHER BUSINESS, REAL ESTATE/ARCHITECT-ENGINEER
The Board took the following votes in Open Session:
PRB FILE #09-016  –  Mr. Pepe moved  and  Mr. Cramer seconded a motion to return PRB  File  #09-016 for revision.  The architect’s invoice contains a $2,285 (10.0%) markup for the cost of extended construction administration services performed by the architect. Form CS-3A of the contract 
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permits a 10.0% markup only when the architect engages a licensed consultant to provide special services that were approved in advance by Public Works. 

Given the above, it appears the amount of the commission letter should be revised from $25,120 to $22,835, a decrease of $2,285, and re-submitted to the Board for review.
The motion passed unanimously.
PRB FILE #09-017 – Mr. Cramer moved and Ms. Musumeci seconded a motion to approve PRB File #09-017.  The motion passed unanimously.
The meeting adjourned.
