Mr. Cramer acknowledged the receipt of correspondence from the Project Manager and from Commissioner Curtis, Department of Public Works (DPW), providing information concerning liability insurance for the project and oversight of the design by a licensed professional engineer involved in the construction administration services.  DPMCT Inc. will act as administrators of the project for DPW for the purpose of maintaining the project schedule and budget.  DPMCT will not have professional liability for the design and construction of the project.  The third party structural reviewer for the 
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project is BVH Integrated Services, Inc.  Also as required for a threshold project, there will be a designated special inspector and material testing company with a designated professional engineer assigned.
Mr. Cramer recommended approval of the Task Letter.  He would like DPW to notify the Board of the firm and professional engineer assigned to the threshold review.

Mr. Cramer said that the Community Colleges do not have personnel on staff to complete necessary environmental compliance documents, and TRC has been providing these services under the terms of an “On-Call” Contract.   The current contract was approved by the  Board  in August  2009  (PRB  #09-177) for a maximum cumulative fee of $300,000 and a term ending September 1, 2011. Following the subject Task Letter, the Contract will have an uncommitted value of $209,900. 

Established in 1970, TRC is the largest air measurements company in the US with 2,711± employees located in 17 offices around the country. The company headquarters in Lowell, MA supports 3 branch offices in CT situated in Hartford, Bridgeport & Windsor (97 employees). This is the 6th consecutive year that the state’s 12 community colleges have required the assistance of TRC to maintain compliance with federal and state environmental laws:

Written recommendations for program compliance and improvements will be provided where applicable.  The Task Letter explains that work intended to be done at Norwalk Community College in the prior Task Letter 2B was not undertaken due to budget issues.  The $10,000 in the prior task was expended for additional work on (a) Wastewater Discharge Compliance: $1,600; Spill Prevention Controls & Countermeasures:  $2,200; and On Demand Services: $6,200.  
Mr. Cramer recommended approval.  CCCS is funding the Task Letter. The “on-call” contract requires $1,000,000 in professional services liability coverage, remaining in effect for 8 years after substantial completion of project.
