The state is retaining an easement for existing utilities reserved in favor of the state or its assigns.  Appraiser Valerie A. Sandberg (Platt Associates) did a before and after valuation of 5.95 Acres (259,182 SF) using the Sales Comparison Approach, and concluded a value of $.35/SF.
