Attorney Robert Bourne, representing The Connecticut Light and Power Company, and Attorney Brian LeClerc, representing Milford Power Company, joined the meeting at 10:02 a.m.  
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Attorney LeClerc explained that Milford Power Company has a power generation facility known as Devon Substation in Milford.  The electricity generated travels to the Connecticut Light & Power power grid along a right-of-way along the Waterbury Branch Rail Line under a 1999 agreement between the Milford Power Company and the Department of Transportation (DOT).  The purpose of this proposed First Supplemental Agreement is to assign the rights, title, interest, duties and obligations under the original License Agreement from the Milford Power Company, LLC to the Connecticut Light and Power Company (CL&P)
Attorney Bourne remarked that since the completion of the power generation facility, CL&P has agreed to accept the installed electrical transmission towers along with 115kV overhead electrical power lines for a distance of 1.28 miles in the State’s right-of-way of the Waterbury Branch Rail Line in Milford.  The license also granted the right to use, maintain, replace, repair, upgrade, and remove the facilities, which are described as 115kV overhead electrical power lines, together with electric transmission towers; optical fiber composite overhead ground wires (OPGW) to protect the transmission line from lightning strikes and for use as a communication link between the power plant and substation; and all dielectric self-supporting aerial cables (ADSS) to act as a back-up data link to the OPGW in the event they are damaged or disrupted (fiber optic cables), between the interconnection point at the Assignor’s 544 MW generating facility located in Milford, and the Assignee’s Devon Substation.
Mr. Cramer asked if the transmission lines in any way affect the operation or future expansion of the rail line.  Attorney Bourne responded in the negative.
Attorney Bourne and Attorney LeClerc left the meeting at 10:15 a.m.

Ms. Goodhouse said that the proposed Supplemental Agreement excludes the right to upgrade the power lines to 345kV.  It includes requirements that the contractor (1) not discriminate or permit discrimination as required by CGS Sec. 4a-60 and Sec. 4a-60a; (2) comply with the DOT code of ethics policy, June 1, 2007; and abide by Executive Order No. 16, Governor Rowland, concerning violence in the workplace.  The license for the thirty year agreement expires December 31, 2029.  The license fee paid to the State is $1,800 per month, or $21,600 annually.  DOT reserves the right to adjust the fee in accordance with increases in the Consumer Price Index.  DOT basis these license fees on appraisals of the value of the air rights along a ten-foot wide corridor, and then applies a land capitalization rate to arrive at an annual rental rate.   For example, using a 7.5% land capitalization rate, the value of the air rights for a 10 foot wide aerial easement along the 1.28 miles of tract would be $288,000.  Ms. Goodhouse recommended that the Board approve the Agreement.
