Ms. Goodhouse recommended Board approval of the town road release to the Town of Columbia because the conveyance complies with Section 13a-80 of the CGS governing the release of excess property by the commissioner of transportation, and the release maps and the Quit-Claim deed are consistent.
In the year 2000, DOT acquired two full and perpetual easements on behalf of the Towns of Lebanon and Columbia for a local bridge project at Jones Road over the Ten Mile River, at the Columbia Town Line.  The project is now complete, and as per a 1998 agreement, the DOT is releasing the land and rights to the Town of Columbia.  The easements were obtained by the State on behalf of the Town for a total cost of $1,000.  This is a release to the Town for highway purposes only and there is no monetary consideration.

In 1996-97, DOT acquired 2.6 acres of land, and various full and perpetual easements, on behalf of the Town of Bloomfield for a local road and urban systems improvement project at Maple Street. The project is now complete, and as per a 1996 agreement, DOT is releasing the land and rights to the Town of Bloomfield.  The land and easements were obtained through five deeds to the State on behalf of the Town for a total cost of $2,535.  This is a release to the Town for highway purposes only and there is no monetary consideration.
