Mr. Millstein moved and Mr. Cramer seconded a motion to enter into Open Session.  The motion passed unanimously.

OPEN SESSION

COMMUNICATIONS

Reimbursement of Expenses.  Mr. Millstein moved and Mr. Cramer seconded a motion to approve reimbursement of meeting and mileage fees to Mr. Greenberg and Ms. Musumeci for their attendance at the Appropriations Subcommittee meeting on February 20, 2008 at the Legislative Office Building relative to the Board’s budget for Fiscal Year ending 2009.  The motion passed unanimously.
Agency Budget.  Mr. Greenberg reported that he, Ms. Musumeci and Mr. Babiarz appeared before the Appropriations General Government Subcommittee on February 20, 2008, at 10:45 a.m. in Room 5200 of the Legislative Office Building to present information justifying the staff increase.
Ms. Goodhouse communicated that the Board’s contingency plan for flu pandemic has been reviewed and is current, and a copy of the updated plan is being filed with the Department of Administrative Services.
Ms. Goodhouse reported on the following legislation recently introduced:
RB 5319 AAC Certain Reports of the Department of Public Works:  Public Works annual report would be delivered to the Governor and legislative committees of cognizance conterminously with its delivery to the Board.

RB 5320 AAC The Supervision of Certain Alterations, Repairs and Additions to State-Owned Real Assets:  This raises the threshold from $500,000 to $1,000,000 for agency projects requiring supervision by DPW.
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RB 203  AAC The Sale of State Real Property:  This bill addresses changes to the process for disposing of surplus state real property, and requires additional studies concerning environmental impact, conformance to the state Plan of Conservation and Development, and architectural significance of buildings.  The bill would also give the legislative committees of cognizance additional time (up to 90 days) to review sales of surplus property.

RB 205  AAC The Implementation of State Contracting Reform: The purpose is to accelerate the implementation of state contracting reform by revising the effective dates requiring SCSB to adopt regulations, recommend new legislation, and receive procurement codes developed by state agencies.

Ms. Goodhouse recommended Board approval because (1) the acquisition complies with Section 13a-73(c) of the CGS which governs the acquisition of property by the commissioner of transportation required for highway purposes; and (2) the appraisal report supports the acquisition value. The property consists of 2.63 acres of commercial land, improved with a three story 57,662 SF health care facility.  Department of Transportation staff appraiser John P. Kerr determined that the improvements would not be damaged by the takings, which were valued based on the Sales Comparison Approach.
