Chairman Greenberg called the meeting to order.

Mr. Pepe moved and Mr. Cramer seconded a motion to enter into Open Session.  The motion passed unanimously.

ACCEPTANCE OF MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 17, 2009.  Mr. Cramer moved and Mr. Josephy seconded a motion to accept the minutes of February 17, 2009.  The motion passed unanimously.
COMMUNICATIONS

Legislative Bills.  Mr. Babiarz reported that since the Board’s last meeting, no new legislative proposals have been introduced that directly or indirectly affect the Board.

State Bond Commission.  Mr. Babiarz advised the Board that the State Bond Commission meeting scheduled for Friday, February 27, 2009 has been cancelled.  The next scheduled meeting is Friday, March 27, 2009.

Appropriations Committee.  Mr. Babiarz indicated that at the last meeting, the Board was provided with a copy of a “draft” memorandum concerning the Board’s biennium budget for Fiscal Years 2010 and 2011 and the impact of Governor’s Bill No. 839 for presentation before the General Government A Subcommittee of the Appropriations Committee.  At that meeting, the Board made some editorial suggestions and requested that a second draft be prepared.

Mr. Babiarz indicated that a second draft was prepared and a copy has been included in the Board’s folders for review and comment (See Attachment A).  Upon review, the Board unanimously agreed to present the February 23, 2009 memorandum at its meeting with the General Government A Subcommittee of the Appropriations Committee scheduled for February 23, 2009 at 1:00 p.m. 
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Press Release from State Senator Gayle Slossberg.  Ms. Goodhouse provided the Board with a copy of a press release, dated February 18, 2009, from State Senator Gayle Slossberg entitled “Slossberg Calls For Administration’s Stimulus Contracting Plans”.  Given the $787 billion federal stimulus package, Senator Slossberg sent a letter to Governor Rell asking how her administration intends to handled the infusion of federal dollars for projects that will require contracting over the next 18 months.  Senator Slossberg expresses her concern about the State’s current ability to meet the need that this funding will demand, specifically in term of contracting (See Attachment B).  
After discussion, the Board suggested that Senator Slossberg be contacted to let her know that the Board also shares her concerns and to offer assistance in this process in its capacity as a watchdog agency.

Ms. Goodhouse reported that the subject proposal involves the exchange of parcels of equal value with Somers Sportsmen’s Association, Inc. pursuant to Section 13 of Special Act 06-10.  She recommended Board approval of the land exchange for the following reasons:

1. The Quitclaim Deed conveying Parcels C, G & E totaling 22.6095 acres from the State to the Somers Sportsmen’s Association, Inc. complies with the Special Act.

2. The Warranty Deed conveying Parcels D and F totaling 22.6095 acres from the Association to the State complies with the Special Act.  The Right of Ingress and Egress is granted by the Association in favor of residents of Denison Road as required by the Special Act.

3. The legal descriptions are consistent with the A-2 survey prepared by Messier & Associates, Inc.

4. The Treasurer approved the Quitclaim Deed to the Association on February 10, 2009.

Ms. Goodhouse indicated that the sketch attached to her memorandum to the Board shows the land exchange (See Attachment C).  The blue line indicates the Shenipsit Trail, a state Blue Trail maintained by the non-profit Connecticut Parks & Forest Association.  The Somers Sportsmen’s Association (SSA) acquired a parcel of land containing a portion of the Blue Trail, and closed it to the public.  The Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) negotiated a land swap that will move the Blue Trail to the east, and at the same time increasing the distance between the Blue Trail hikers and the shooting ranges of the SSA.  The parcels outlined in red on the sketch will be conveyed to the SSA and the parcels outlined in green will be conveyed to DEP.  As part of the requirements of the Special Act, the landowners on Denison Road have the right to cross by foot the access parcel (outlined in red) that runs east from Gulf Road.

Mr. Goodhouse stated that the parcels were appraised by Theodore Rummel of Rummel & Norton (7/2004) and valued at $1,350 per acre.  The parcels are forest land with a highest and best use of assemblage with abutting parcels.
