Chairman Greenberg called the meeting to order.

Mr. Millstein moved and Mr. Cramer seconded a motion to enter into Open Session.  The motion passed unanimously.

COMMUNICATIONS
Appropriations Committee.  Mr. Greenberg reported on the Board’s presentation before the General Government A Subcommittee of the Appropriations Committee relative to the Board’s biennium budget for Fiscal Years 2010 and 2011 and the impact of Governor’s Bill No. 839.  He said that he felt the meeting was positive.  Mr. Greenberg commented that one of the questions asked of the Board was what savings can be achieved by the Board.  The Board held a discussion concerning possible cost saving measures that could be implemented.
Legislation.  The following proposed bill was provided to the Board for informational purposes:

An Act Concerning The Motor Vehicle Fuels Tax And Funding For






Rail Projects.

Statement of Purpose:
To raise the tax on motor vehicle fuels by five cents and to require that 





any resulting revenues be dedicated to railroad projects.

Ms. Goodhouse reported that House Bill (HB) No. 6602 (as amended by House “A” and “B”) – An Act Concerning Deficit Mitigation Measures For The Fiscal Year Ending June 30, 2009 was passed by the General Assembly on February 25, 2009 and has been transmitted to the Governor for her signature.  
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Ms. Goodhouse said that the Board’s 2008-2009 budget was not further reduced, and the Retirement Incentive Plan was not included.  However, the General Assembly did vote to expand the beverage container redemption law to types of water, which it terms “noncarbonated beverages”.  It requires, starting April 1, 2009, that noncarbonated beverage containers indicate a refund value of five cents.  Ms. Goodhouse also provided the Board with an article from The Hartford Courant (Courant.com) relative to HB 6602 (See Attachment A).
