Ms. Goodhouse reported that on October 17, 2007, the Department of Transportation (DOT) requested that the subject Agreement be withdrawn and returned to the Department in order to make some revisions and include Governor Rell’s Executive Order No. 14 in the Agreement.  She said that DOT resubmitted a revised Agreement to the Board on February 21, 2008.
Ms. Goodhouse stated that since 1999, Meredith Corporation has had an agreement at Bradley International Airport to install and maintain a Doppler antenna atop the former FAA tower on the roof of the Murphy Terminal and to lease storage space of approximately 450 sq. ft. on the second floor.  She said that the subject proposal is a new lease and license agreement. The terms are substantially the same as the prior agreement approved by the Board in 2000, and again in 2002 when it was amended to extend the lease to September 30, 2006.  This lease is retroactive to October 1, 2006.  

Based upon her review, Ms. Goodhouse recommended Board approval of the subject License Agreement.

Authorizes licensee to utilize, repair, maintain, and ultimately remove an 


existing 30-ft. wide x 82.5-ft. long crossing within the railroad right-of-way 


of the East Longmeadow secondary track (an area of 0.057+/- acre).

Ms. Goodhouse reported that the subject License Agreement is to authorize Enfield Transit Mix, Inc. to use a private railroad crossing, which it has been using since 1972.  The track, known as the East Longmeadow Secondary Track, was owned by Penn Central, and was acquired by the Department of Transportation (DOT) in 1982.  She said that freight service is provided by Central New England Railroad Company, Inc.  The crossing is the Licensee’s only access.
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Ms. Goodhouse said that she raised with DOT the question as to whether or not the License Agreement should incorporate Executive Order No. 7C and SEEC Form 11, Public Act 07-1.  She said that it appears that the Office of the Attorney General wants these provisions in all contracts.  Given this, the DOT has requested that the subject License Agreement be withdrawn and returned to the Department for appropriate revisions.
