Ms. Goodhouse recommended Board approval to release 11.4+/- acres of conforming, vacant land, to the Town of East Hartford pursuant to Section 4 of Special Act No. 06-10.  She said that the subject is part of a corridor that was taken by the Department of Transportation (DOT) for a proposed Interstate 491.  It was subsequently transferred to the Department of Housing, but was then transferred back to DOT.  The property is encumbered by an existing drainage easement to the town, an easement to the Metropolitan District Commission for Pewter Pot Brook Trunk Line Sewer; and utility and access easements to Donald Lombardo.  The Lombardo easements were also granted under this special act (PRB File #07-141).
Ms. Goodhouse stated that the Quitclaim Deed complies with Section 4 of Special Act No. 06-10 wherein the commissioner of transportation is required to convey the subject property to the Town of East Hartford.  The Act specifies that administrative costs are allowed, which are recited in the deed as $1,000.  The property shall revert to the State if the town does not retain ownership of all of said parcel, leases all or any portion of the property, or does not use the property for open space purposes.

Mr. Cramer reported that the subject Commission Letter, for a fee not-to-exceed $40,000 ($5,000 per week), is to extend full-time construction administration services an additional eight weeks (from January 28, 2008 through March 24, 2008).  The additional $40,000 will revise the Consultant’s total fee from $1,273,000 to $1,313,000.  The latter is 5.19% of the $25,317,000 construction budget.
Mr. Cramer stated that on October 9, 2002, the Board approved a Construction Administration Contract with FIP Construction, Inc. for a period of 565 calendar days at a fee of $1,093,000 ($1,935 per calendar day).  Article IV of the Contract provides that in the event there is a construction overrun in excess of 10% due to no fault of the Construction Administrator, a reasonable fee shall be determined by the Commissioner for the extended time.  Following adjustment for the 10% overrun provision, the duration of the Construction Administrator’s services is 619 calendar days before any increase in compensation is payable; that is from January 30, 2006 through October 11, 2007.  He said that since the General Contractor did not achieve substantial completion within 619 calendar days, the Construction Administrator’s contract was extended for a total of 15 weeks (105 days) by means of two Commission Letters that preceded the subject.  The combined total cost of the two letters for extended full-time construction administration services at a not-to-exceed fee of $12,000 per week was $180,000 ($1,714 per calendar day) and covered a period that commenced on October 12, 2007 and ended on January 27, 2008.
Mr. Babiarz commented that the Department of Public Works sent a letter to the General Contractor on August 3, 2007 which states:  “This letter shall serve as notice that pursuant to Article 8 “Damages” of the General Conditions of the Contract for Construction, made part of the Contract between the parties, Liquidated Damages may be assessed by the State at a rate of $4,500 per day, beginning on July 24, 2007, and continuing until Substantial Completion has been achieved”.
Based on the above, Mr. Cramer recommended Board approval of Commission Letter #3.
