She said that the GA&E Committee expects this to be an enormous public hearing.  Therefore, a lottery system has been established to determine the order of speakers at the hearing.   A total of 35 copies of testimony must be presented to the Committee before the hearing.

acres (consisting of three parcels) of farm property known as the "Kuss Farm".

The Board reported on its site visit to the subject farm.  The subject farm property consists of two parcels of land located on the east and west sides of Carmel Hill road (Route 132) in the northwest section of Woodbury.  The parcel located along the east side of Carmel Hill Road consists of 61.53 acres of land.  The only building improvement on this parcel is a 432 sq. ft. spring shed that supplies well water to the improvements located on the west side of Carmel Hill Road.  The parcel situated on the west side of Carmel Hill Road contains 20.66 acres improved with a 2,624 sq. ft. single-family dwelling, two barns and a repair garage.  Hill Brook crosses the rear of the 20.66 acre site along the westerly property line.  A 290’ wide CL&P power line easement crosses both parcels in an east-west direction.

The acquisition price is supported by two appraisals summarized as follows:

Mr. Babiarz stated that the negotiated cost of development rights is $7,000 per acre which is 51.3% less than the average unit value of the two appraisals summarized above.  He commented that on June 27, 1996, the Board approved the acquisition of the development rights to the 133.0+/- Young Farm, Woodbury Road (Route 6), Woodbury, at a unit value of $4,845 per acre.  The Young Farm is the only Department of Agriculture protected farm located in the Town of Woodbury.

Ms. Goodhouse recommended Board approval to grant a 2,502 sq. ft. (0.06 acre) easement to the Town of Montville.  This easement will allow the construction, operating, monitoring, inspection, maintenance of water main lines, with appurtenant connections, piping and meters, as well as the monitoring and maintenance of a fire hydrant located within the easement area.  The Department of Correction will install a remote meter reader in order to monitor its water use.  She said that Board approval is recommended for the following reasons:
1. The conveyance complies with Section 4b-22a of the CGS under which DPW has the authority to grant easements to a public service company.

2. The existing well water supply is not sufficient for the facility’s needs, as concluded by consultant’s study of the DOC Water Utility System at CRCC, DPW Project No. BI-JA-444.

3. The legal description in Schedule A of the easement is consistent with the referenced survey map provided.

4. Upon recording of the easement, DPW will notify the chief executive officer of the municipality and the members of the General Assembly representing the municipality of Montville, as required by 4b-22a.

Ms. Goodhouse reported that the Department of Transportation (DOT) proposes to release 3.20+/- acres of non-conforming, vacant land to the Grantee, Regional Refuse Disposal District One for economic development purposes as required by Section 9 of Special Act No. 08-8.  She said the subject is a former railroad right-of-way of the New York, New Haven and Hartford Railroad Co.  The Grantee owns land surplus to its trash and recycling needs.  The release area will be used to access the surplus land that the Grantee hopes to use for economic development purposes.

Ms. Goodhouse said that Board approval is recommended for the following reasons:

1. The Quit Claim Deed complies with the Special Act.  The Act specifies that administrative costs are allowed, which are recited in the deed as $1,000.

2. The property reverts to the State if the Grantee does not retain ownership and use the property for economic development purposes.  No portion can be leased. DOT has retained an easement to pass and repass over the parcel.

Mr. Cramer reported that in January 2006, the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) authorized the State Parks Division to install the sewage collection and conveyance system for the Beach Services Building and Visitors Center for discharge into an existing subsurface sewage treatment and disposal system prior to discharge into Long Island Sound.  He said the subject Commission Letter #9, for a fixed fee of $3,000, is intended to compensate the Architect for construction inspection services associated with the construction of the collection and conveyance system for the Beach Services Building.  These services included the following:

· Inspect the wastewater collection system prior to and during backfilling of the system;
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· Inspect the wastewater pump system once during installation and once during the start up of the system; 

· Coordinate with the contractor the preparation of record drawings of the completed wastewater system; and

· Prepare a construction report for submittal to DEP along with record drawings to verify proper installation.

After review, Mr. Cramer recommended approval of Commission Letter #9.
