Item No. 3 – State Treasurer/Office of Policy and Management – Requested:  Approval of Requests and Certificates and Resolutions and the Filing of the State Treasurer’s Certificate as to State Indebtedness and the Declaration of Official Intent Pursuant to Federal Income Tax Regulations.
