Mr. Cramer explained to the Board that this project tasks the Engineer with providing basic services for a Utility Master Plan and an evaluation of the existing utility distribution systems including the planning for existing and future utility needs concerning the above-captioned parks. Topographic mapping shall be prepared to Class T-2 accuracy standards including but not limited to all above and subsurface utilities including water supply, sewer, onsite waste, water, gas, and electrical systems. Recommendations shall include budgets for each park projected for the next 20 years. The funding vehicle is Special Act 01-2, Section 2 (d) (2) in the amount of $10.0 million for renovations and construction at State Parks and other recreational facilities.  
Mr. Cramer recommended Board approval of Commission Letter #1 for BL Companies Connecticut, Inc., the project engineer, for a fixed fee of $20,400 as reasonable and in furtherance of a project long overdue.
