Mr. Cramer said that project consists of the exterior and interior remodeling and renovation of 135,968 gross sq. ft. (GSF) of existing building facilities and the construction of 91,290 GSF of new building area for a total building project area of 227,258± GSF. Additional improvements include the reconstruction of athletic fields and perimeter site fencing, new landscaping and the resurfacing of existing parking lots.
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As of March 31, 2005, the date the Board approved the Architect’s Contract, construction and total project budgets were $43,212,000 and $57,824,000, respectively. PA 06-158 authorized an increase to $54,554,000 and $74,286,000, respectively.  PA 08-169 authorized project budget increases to $70,000,000, construction, and $98,000,000, total project budget.

Amendment Two is intended to compensate the Architect for additional services that were performed by the A/E team in the Construction Document phase, to wit:

The MEP subcontractor is Altireri Sebor Wiebor.  The landscaping/site consultant is Stantec Consulting.
Mr. Norman asked for additional information on the item identified as #13, Bureau of School Facilities Impact, which refers to design changes requested by the State Department of Education’s Bureau of School Facilities.  Ms. Goodhouse said that the State Department of Education requested to review the construction documents after they were complete, and their review requires the Architect to revise the documents.
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Mr. Cramer said that the proposal did not adequately explain and support the Architect’s request for increased fees.  He wanted to know the basis for $45,721 in fees for the incorporation into the contract documents of accessibility improvements ordered by the State Department of Education, Bureau of School Facilities, shown as Amendment Item 13 in Paragraph 1.C.B.  He also wanted additional information on the distinction between Item 13 and Items 1, 2, 3 and 6 which all appear to relate to handicapped accessibility requirements.  

Mr. Norman questioned the basis for the fees listed as Items 1 through 12, inclusive, in Amendment Paragraph 1.C.B.

Mr. Cramer reported that Bridgeport Correctional Center is a Level 4 high-security facility which confines both pretrial and sentenced offenders. A correctional staff of approximately 325 oversees an inmate population of 1023± accused and sentenced. 

Project scope involves the renovation of the existing 3-story, 20,300 sq. ft. North Wing including the replacement of the building roof, windows and doors, masonry restoration, upgrading of the HVAC, MEP and security systems and staff spaces, provision of ADA accessible public visiting spaces and systems commissioning.

On April 9, 2007, the Board approved the above-captioned Architect’s Contract for a total fee of $359,100 based on a $3,045,000 construction budget. Total project budget was $4,209,000.

On October 6, 2008, the Board approved Amendment One for $158,000, which increased the Architect’s total fee to $517,100, expanded the scope of the project, and increased the construction and project budgets to $6,750,000 and $8,800,000, respectively.
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The approved contract with the Architect required the following land survey services:  Provide locations of all site improvements including, but not limited to, buildings, fences, poles, landscaping, walks and parking areas, and spot elevations of each exterior door and at each corner of existing building.

Commission Letter #1 is for $1,760 and increases the scope of survey work as follows:

“Additional survey work to locate all underground site utilities from front of existing building to the City street line, to include drainage and sewer connections of the City main utility lines.  Said additional survey work shall be incorporated into the revised Contract Document Phase documents.”

The proposal letter indicates that the surveyor will locate all utilities in Fairmont Street, including the drainage and sewer connection in North Avenue and pavement location, to be performed in the Class A-2 and T-2 accuracy standards.  The subconsultant is Close, Jensen and Miller, P.C., Wethersfield, whose fee is $1,600.  With 10% markup, the Commission Letter is for $1,760.
Mr. Cramer recommended approval of the Commission Letter.

The Architect’s fee for basic services is 5.86% of Construction Budget whereas the maximum guideline rate for this part Group C project is a base rate of 10.67% + up to an additional 3.0% for renovations.
