She said that in connection with this acquisition, the Department of Transportation (DOT) will obtain a right to construct driveway, grade and install sedimentation control system, remove and reset chain link fence and sliding gate, and remove a chain link fence and install a chain link fence with barbed wire.

Ms. Goodhouse said that the subject is comprised of two contiguous parcels that total 2.32 acres with frontage/dockage on the Quinnipiac River and improved with several commercial/industrial-type buildings.  The improvements will not be affected by the taking.  The premises are used for oyster processing, dockage and storage.  She said that the highest and best use was determined to be its present commercial/marine use.  The unadjusted data range of three comparable sales is $23.44 per sq. ft. to $36.94 per sq. ft.   The adjusted data range is $21.52 per sq. ft. to $26.95 per sq., supporting the selected unit value of $22.00 per sq. ft.
