Ms. Goodhouse reported that the subject proposal is to convey to the City of New Britain, by 
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Quitclaim Deed, all of the State’s interest in 0.696-acre of land located on the southerly side of Kilbourne Avenue, New Britain.  Ms. Goodhouse noted that on the site map provided, the parcel is located across from the Central Connecticut State University (CCSU) campus on Ella Grasso Boulevard.  In accordance with Special Act No. 07-11, Section 9, the Board of Trustees of the Connecticut State University shall convey the land to the City of New Britain at a cost equal to the administrative costs of making the conveyance, which the Department of Public Works has quantified as $500.00.
Ms. Goodhouse indicated no valuation of the property was provided.  However, the fiscal impact statement prepared by the Office of Fiscal Analysis gave the property a value of $27,000.  The subject parcel is in a S2 residential zone, which requires 8,000 square feet for a single-family residence.  The site has access to public water and sanitary sewer.  She said that according to the survey and legal description, the parcel has 234.54 feet of frontage on Kilbourne Avenue.  These attributes indicate that the parcel could be marketed as a building lot.  Ms. Goodhouse pointed out that a similar parcel was conveyed by CCSU to the City of New Britain (PRB #98-78), for which the State received $54,000 based on a real estate appraisal.  After the sale, the parcel was improved with a 4,036 sq. ft. residence (address is 55 Kilbourne Avenue).  Currently, the City of New Britain assesses this property (100%) at $477,100, with the land value at this adjacent site at $84,200.
Ms. Goodhouse said that given the above, she is recommending Board suspension of this proposed conveyance pending receipt of a letter from the City of New Britain concerning the eventual disposition of the property.  She said that Corporation Counsel Seth Feigenbaum indicated that the City of New Britain plans to sell the property.  Therefore, Ms. Goodhouse said she has requested that the City prepare a letter to the Board indicating how they intend to use the property, or if it is to be sold, to specify what process is to be used (real estate appraisal, abutter bid, public bid?).  She said her concern is that a public real estate asset could become private property without just compensation.  It would be financially prudent for the public (in this case, the City of New Britain) to be fairly compensated for this real estate asset.

Ms. Goodhouse recommended that the Board approve the subject exchange of land between the State of Connecticut, Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) and the Town of Voluntown, pursuant to Section 19 of Special Act No. 07-11.
Ms. Goodhouse said that the Town of Voluntown will acquire 15.24 acres owned by the State, on Gate Street.  The State will acquire 14.77 acres owned by Town, on James Road.  She commented that this is the third special act that has been passed since 2004 authorizing this mutual exchange of land between the Town of Voluntown and DEP.  The first two acts apparently specified the State would receive 15.46 acres; whereas, this 2007 special act specifies that the State will receive 14.77 acres.
