Chairman Greenberg called the meeting to order.

Mr. Millstein moved and Mr. Cramer seconded a motion to enter into Open Session.  The motion passed unanimously.
OPEN SESSION  

ACCEPTANCE OF MINUTES OF MARCH 26, 2009.  Mr. Cramer moved and Ms. Musumeci seconded a motion to accept the minutes of March 26, 2009.  The motion passed unanimously.
COMMUNICATIONS
Resignation of H. Andrew Fox.  The Board was provided a copy of a letter addressed to Stanley T. Babiarz, Executive Director, from H. Andrew Fox, dated March 30, 2009, which indicates that he received a legal opinion as to whether his serving on the Board would be in conflict with Section 4b-3b of the Connecticut General Statutes.  The letter further states that Mr. Fox’s legal counsel feels that he is in conflict and, therefore, he must resign from the State Properties Review Board, effective immediately (See Attachment A).
Re-appointment of Pasquale A. Pepe.  Mr. Babiarz announced that the office of Senator John McKinney, Senate Minority Leader, telephoned the Board’s office on March 31, 2009, to advise that Senator McKinney and Representative Lawrence F. Cafero, Jr., House Republican Leader, decided to re-appoint Pasquale A. Pepe to serve on the State Properties Review Board to replace H. Andrew Fox, who resigned, effective immediately.  A copy of the appointment letter has been provided to the Board (See Attachment B).  
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Personal Services Reduction.  Mr. Babiarz provided the Board with a copy of a memorandum addressed to Agency Heads from Robert L. Genuario, Secretary, Office of Policy and Management, dated March 31, 2009.  The memo indicates that the State must develop contingency plans to come up with the required personal services (salary/wages) savings that have been built into the Governor’s proposed budget for the next biennium.  The Governor’s proposed budget requires that the State must achieve $275 million from the general fund and $20 million from the special transportation fund in personal services reductions in each fiscal year of the upcoming biennium.  In order to achieve these savings, Governor Rell has requested that every agency head develop plans that reduce their Personal Services appropriation by five, seven and ten percent in both Fiscal Year 09-10 and 10-11.  Agencies should develop a plan for the five percent personal services reduction option and then expand upon it to develop plans for the seven percent and ten percent options.  For purposes on this exercise, the Personal Services baseline to be used is the recommended Personal Services appropriation for your agency in the Governor’s proposed budget for the upcoming biennium (See Attachment C).  
Mr. Babiarz stated that the Governor’s recommended budget for the Board in the upcoming biennium is presently $0.00.  He said that he telephoned Peter Pacific, Budget Analyst, Office of Policy and Management regarding Secretary Genuario’s memo and was advised to put this matter on hold at this time.

State Properties Review Board Proposed Regulations regarding Appeals Concerning Compensation for Outdoor Advertising Structures.  Ms. Goodhouse indicated that the Board’s revised regulations were submitted to the Regulations Review Committee for review on April 1, 2009.

Ms. Goodhouse recommended Board approval to expend the sum of $20,000 to acquire to easements for temporary work areas for the duration of two years in connection with improvements to the Metro North Commuter Rail Line.  She said that the Department of Transportation (DOT) will construct a catenary foundation and appurtenances.  The temporary easements taken will be restored by resetting a wrought iron fence and paving, grading and/or seeding any disturbed area.  The easements total 9,632 sq. ft. and are for the purpose of providing ingress and egress from Westway Road to the rail line.

Mr. Babiarz reported that the subject First Amendment to “On-Call” Contract OC-DPW-AUD-0008 is to increase the maximum cumulative not-to-exceed fee from $300,000 to $600,000 and extend the Contract’s expiration date one year from June 30, 2009 to June 30, 2010.  The $300,000 increase will revise the uncommitted balance remaining under the Contract from $50,000 to $350,000.  He said that Board approval of the First Amendment is recommended for the purposes of completing and/or undertaking the following services:

· Complete the claims auditing tasks at A.I. Prince and Henry Abbott Technical High Schools;

· Complete the inventory control and financial auditing required to close out the Buley Library project at Southern Connecticut State University;

· Prepare for anticipated claims by the Pike Company, Inc., General Contractor for the Buley Library project.  Public Works terminated Pike Company’s contract for “the convenience of the State” on February 18, 2009 (PRB File #09-057); and
· Retention of the current Consultant is time and cost effective (the hourly rates incorporated into the Consultant’s Contract dated January 2, 2008 remain in effect during the extension term).

Mr. Cramer reported that Task Letter #1 with Marsh USA, Inc. was an informal contract for an amount not-to-exceed (NTE) $100,000.  It required the Consultant to provide services for any and all claims 
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and counterclaims that may arise between the Pike Company and the State of Connecticut regarding the Buley Library project including, but not limited to, testing of financial documents and job cost reports for accuracy, the review of General Conditions costs, the review of the Architect’s request for additional fees, etc.

Mr. Cramer said that the subject Task Letter #1A, for a not-to-exceed fee of $155,000, will engage Marsh USA, Inc. to provide the additional claims auditor services for the pending claim of The Pike Company against the State as follows:
· Complete efforts related to the physical inventory of material on-site to include actual count, observation of the moving of materials and documentation of count ($45,000);

· Finalize documentation of inventoried materials and provide written report of findings ($35,000); and

· Provide financial assessment of work completed, materials stored and paid for to date so that the State can close out the project with the terminated General Contractor ($75,000).

After review, Mr. Cramer recommended Board approval of Task Letter #1A.
