Mr. Cramer commented that this Task Letter #7 will upgrade of the HVAC systems at the Veterans Home.  In expressing his support of the proposal, he noted that it is work that is long over due.

It was noted that the Architect will provide design and construction administration services for the installation of central air conditioning systems in Buildings 2, 3 & 4. The dining hall in Building 2 will be air conditioned by new air handling units. The dorm spaces in Buildings 3 & 4 will be air conditioned by individual split system fan coil units fitted with direct expansion cooling units. Exterior condensing units will be on grade.

Construction and total project budgets are $4,000,000 and $5,650,000. Funding is provided by an $8.0 million federal grant.
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The Architect’s $250,000 fee is allocated as follows:

The incorporation of the duration of CA services in the TL may mitigate future adjustments in fee and/or provide a supportable basis for the amount of any future adjustment(s) to the CA fee. The $250,000 fee for basic services is 6.25% of the $4,000,000 construction budget. The maximum guideline rate for this Group “B” project is 11.85% comprised of a base rate of 8.85% (interpolated)        + 3.0% for renovations. The On-Call contract was approved by the Board on 03/10/08 for a maximum fee of $500,000 and term ending 04/07/2010. Following an approval of TL #7, the On-Call Contract has an uncommitted value of $91,950.  An Annual Certification notarized on 03/30/09 accompanies the submittal.

existing undersized sprinkler piping, heads, valves, etc. and replace the above 



with a new system that will be connected to the existing fire alarm system.

In support of this proposal, Mr. Cramer commented that the current sprinkler system does not conform to present fire safety codes.  The Architect’s design will include the basement, 1st and 2nd floors and attic, if required by NFPA.  Construction and total project budgets are $1,800,000 and $2,350,000. As with the two preceding task letters concerning the Veterans facilities, the cost of design and construction is allocated between the State (35%) and Federal government (65%). An $8.0 million federal grant covers the latter’s share of costs.

The $180,000 fee for basic services is 10.0% of the $1,800,000 construction budget. The maximum guideline rate for this Group “A” project is 10.87% comprised of a base rate of 7.87% (interpolated)        + 3.0% for renovations. (Rates are based on a DPW A/E fee schedule revised through 06/2008).  The On-Call contract was approved by the Board on 03/10/08 for a maximum fee of $500,000 and term ending 04/07/2010. Following an approval of TL #6, the On-Call Contract has an uncommitted value of $18,400.
