She said that the intended use is for an animal shelter.  As required by statute, the deed specifies that the property will revert to the State in the event (a) the property is not used for municipal purposes; (b) ownership of the entire property is not retained by the Town; or (c) all or a portion of the property is leased out.

Mr. Cramer reported that in December 2005, the Board approved a Construction Administration (CA) Contract for design phase services (CAd) with Gilbane Building Company for $667,374 based on a construction budget of $94,851,050 and a term of 20+/- months (PRB File #05-326).  Subsequently, three commission letters were issued bringing the CA’s total fee to $814,914.
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Mr. Cramer said that the subject First Amendment to the CA contract will revise the total fee from $814,914 to $1,095,304.  The $280,390 increase is intended to compensate the CA for services during the time period starting with the notice to proceed from the Department of Public Works to the Construction Manager at Risk (CMR) and conclude with the submission of the Guaranteed Maximum Price (GMP) proposal from the CMR.  He said that Gilbane’s engagement under the First Amendment bridges the approximate five (5) month gap between the conclusion of the CA contract for preconstruction services and the commencement of CA services for the construction phase.
The allocation of the $280,390 fee is as follows:

Project Manager – Full time @ $170.61 per hour for 154+/- calendar days
Administrator – Full time @ $122.97 per hour for 154+/- calendar days

Project Executive – One day per week @ $197.35 per hour for 154+/- calendar days

The CA fee will be invoiced monthly based on actual hours expended.  The CA must certify that the amount billed is accurate and commensurate with the work performed.  The above rates include CA overhead and profit.  CA services include, but are not limited to, the following:

· Meet and coordinate with the Architect, Engineers, CMR, DPW and other project related parties;

· Review constructability issues/concerns posed by the CMR;

· Review the GMP process;

· Verify/recommend action on the GMP prepared by the CMR;

· Participate in LEED and Commissioning related activities; and

· Coordinate with the City of New Haven, Office of the State Building Inspector, and Fire Marshal.

Mr. Cramer reported that the subject Task Letter, for a fixed fee of $210,000, is to compensate the Architect for the following:
The Architect will provide design for bidding, standard and expanded construction administration services for the purpose of replacing six existing asphalt shingle roofs with standing seam metal roofs.  Building gutters and leaders also will be replaced.  The affected buildings include four, two-story barracks and two single-story buildings consisting of the Post Headquarters and Post Dispensary.  The construction and total project budgets are $2,170,000 and $2,707,600, respectively.  The project is 100% federally funded.

Based on his review, Mr. Cramer recommended Board approval of Task Letter #3.
