Chairman Greenberg called the meeting to order.

Mr. Millstein moved and Mr. Cramer seconded a motion to enter into Open Session.  The motion passed unanimously.
OPEN SESSION  
ACCEPTANCE OF MINUTES OF MARCH 6, 2008.  Mr. Cramer moved and Ms. Musumeci seconded a motion to accept the minutes of March 6, 2008.  The motion passed unanimously.   
ACCEPTANCE OF MINUTES OF MARCH 31, 2008.  Mr. Cramer moved and Ms. Musumeci seconded a motion to accept the minutes of March 31, 2008.  The motion passed unanimously.
COMMUNICATIONS
Legislative Bills.  Mr. Babiarz provided the Board with status updates of the following bills:
Raised Bill No. 679 – An Act Concerning The Payment Of Certain Costs From Bond Funds.  This bill states:  Section 1.  Subsection (l) of section 4b-23 of the 2008 supplement to the general statutes is repealed and the following is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective from passage):
(l) The Commissioner of Public Works shall monitor the amount of leased space being requested and the costs of all proposed and approved facility project actions and, in the case of space or facility projects for which bond funds were authorized, shall advise the Secretary of the Office of Policy and Management and the Governor when the space to be leased or the forecast costs to complete the project exceed the square footage amount or the cost levels in the approved state facility plan by ten per cent or more.  Approval of the Secretary of the Office of Policy and Management, the Properties Review Board, the State Bond Commission and the Governor shall be required to continue the project.  
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Mr. Babiarz advised the Board that on April 9, 2008, this bill was referred to Finance, Revenue and Bonding.

Raised Bill No. 5320 - An Act Concerning The Supervision Of Certain Alterations, Repairs And Additions To State-Owned Real Assets.  This bill states:  Section 1. Subsections (a) and (b) of section 4b-51 of the 2008 supplement to the general statutes are repealed and the following is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective October 1, 2008): 
(a) The Commissioner of Public Works shall have charge and supervision of the remodeling, alteration, repair or enlargement of any real asset, except any dam, flood or erosion control system, highway, bridge or any mass transit, marine or aviation transportation facility, a facility of the Connecticut Marketing Authority, an asset of the Department of Agriculture program established pursuant to section 26-237a, or any building under the supervision and control of the Joint Committee on Legislative Management, involving an expenditure in excess of [five hundred thousand] one million dollars, and except that each constituent unit of the state system of higher education may have charge and supervision of the remodeling, alteration, repair, construction or enlargement of any real asset involving an expenditure of not more than two million dollars, except that The University of Connecticut shall have charge and supervision of the remodeling, alteration, repair, construction, or enlargement of any project, as defined in subdivision (16) of section 10a-109c of the 2008 supplement to the general statutes, notwithstanding the amount of the expenditure involved. In any decision to remodel, alter, repair or enlarge any real asset, the commissioner shall consider the capability of the real asset to facilitate recycling programs.
(b) No officer, department, institution, board, commission or council of the state government, except the Commissioner of Public Works, the Commissioner of Transportation, the Connecticut Marketing Authority, the Department of Agriculture for purposes of the program established pursuant to section 26-237a, the Joint Committee on Legislative Management, or a constituent unit of the state system of higher education as authorized in subsection (a) of this section, shall, unless otherwise specifically authorized by law, make or contract for the making of any alteration, repair or addition to any real asset involving an expenditure of more than [five hundred thousand] one million dollars.
Sec. 2. Subsection (a) of section 4b-52 of the general statutes is repealed and the following is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective October 1, 2008):
(a) (1) No repairs, alterations or additions involving expense to the state of [five hundred thousand] one million dollars or less [or, in the case of] and no repairs, alterations or additions to a building rented or occupied by a constituent unit of the state system of higher education [,] involving an expense to the state of two million dollars or less shall be made to any state building or premises occupied by any state officer, department, institution, board, commission or council of the state government and no contract for any [construction, repairs, alteration or addition] such repairs, alterations or additions shall be entered into without the prior approval of the Commissioner of Public Works, except repairs, alterations or additions to a building under the supervision and control of the Joint Committee on Legislative Management and repairs, alterations or additions to a building under the supervision of The University of Connecticut. Repairs, alterations or additions which are made 
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pursuant to such approval of the Commissioner of Public Works shall conform to all guidelines and procedures established by the Department of Public Works for agency-administered projects. (2) Notwithstanding the provisions of subdivision (1) of this subsection, repairs, alterations or additions involving expense to the state of one hundred thousand dollars or less may be made to any state building or premises under the supervision of the Office of the Chief Court Administrator or a constituent unit of the state system of higher education, under the terms of section 4b-11, and any contract for any such construction, repairs or alteration may be entered into by the Office of the Chief Court Administrator or a constituent unit of the state system of higher education without the approval of the Commissioner of Public Works.
Mr. Babiarz said that no action has been taken on the bill since the February 15, 2008 public hearing.
Senate Bill No. 203 – An Act Concerning The Sale Of State Real Property.  Mr. Babiarz stated that the subject bill changes the process for declaring surplus and disposing of unneeded State land or improvements to land (property) under the custody and control of the Department of Public Works (DPW) commissioner. By law, the Office of Policy and Management (OPM) secretary may declare a State agency's unneeded property as surplus if no other State agency submits a plan for using it. By law, State agencies have 90 days after receiving notice of the availability of unused State property to submit a reuse plan to the OPM secretary. The bill permits agencies to request an extension, apparently of an unlimited duration, to develop and submit the plan. Once property is declared surplus, the DPW commissioner must sell, lease, or otherwise convey it.  He said the bill also requires the DPW commissioner to present a status report to the Government Administration and Elections (GAE) Committee each session on the surplus property under his custody and control.
Mr. Babiarz indicated that the subject bill was referred by the Senate to the Committee on Environment on April 9, 2008.
House Bill No. 5148 – An Act Reestablishing The Department of Housing.  Ms. Goodhouse noted that a bill was introduced to reestablish the Department of Housing.  As of April 11, 2008, the bill was referred to the Office of Legislative Research and the Office of Fiscal Analysis.

Mr. Millstein moved and Mr. Cramer seconded a motion to go out of Open Session.  The motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Cramer reported that in 2005, the Board approved the subject “on-call” Contract with Macchi Engineers, LLC for a maximum cumulative fee not-to-exceed $300,000.  The term of the “on-call” Contract expired on June 30, 2007 but was extended by Commissioner Fleming on July 21, 2006 to complete the subject project, BI-RC-359 – Environmental Storm Water Management Plan and Athletic Fields Feasibility Study.  Following Task Letter #2B, the remaining value of the “on-call” Contract is $60,950.
Mr. Cramer said that on October 2, 2006, the Consultant was engaged under “informal” Task Letter #2 to develop a storm water management plan for the entire main campus and to complete a feasibility study of all existing athletic fields at Central Connecticut State University (CCSU) to ensure that the proposed changes to the existing athletic fields conform to all Department of Environmental Protection (DEP), State Traffic Commission, and National Collegiate Athletic Association (NCAA) requirements at a fixed fee of $99,900.   He said that on October 11, 2007, the Board approved Task Letter #2A, in the amount of $50,000 (PRB #07-295).  The latter expanded the Consultant’s scope of services to include the provision of contract documents ($32,500), tracings and masters ($5,000) and construction administration services ($12,500) for the following scope expansion:

· Modify storm drainage system to accommodate the new baseball, softball, soccer and recreational fields;

· Modify sanitary sewer system for reconfiguration of fields;
· Design a retaining wall between the baseball/softball field and soccer field for the purpose of directing storm water runoff.  Assist CCSU in obtaining a storm water discharge permit from CTDEP; and
· Prepare final contract documents and provide construction administration services.

Mr. Cramer said that the subject Task Letter #2B is intended to compensate Macchi for approximately 28 days of additional design services at a cost of $18,000.  The increase in scope is summarized below:

· Work with CCSU to establish what the campus configuration was in 1984 to comply with a DEP directive to establish a storm water management plan using the campus configuration of 1984 as a baseline for the campus and 2006 for all off site area.

· Perform a hydrologic and hydraulic evaluation of the conditions that existed in 1984 and develop runoff discharges and water surface profiles for 2, 10, 25 and 100 year events.  The hydraulic studies will encompass Sandy Brook and Bass Brook watersheds.
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· Review and incorporate proposed and completed improvements on the campus into the hydraulic analysis and develop methods to manage the increase in runoff.
· Develop preliminary sketches showing proposed alternatives and improvements and provide cost estimates for the alternatives.

· Identify potential impacts to adjacent properties.

· Incorporate comments from DPW, DEP and CCSU into a final report.

Mr. Cramer noted that the $18,000 fee includes the cost of any sub-consultants and the Engineer’s overhead and profit.

Mr. Babiarz noted that he has provided the Board with additional information from Project Manager Kevin Jackson regarding Macchi’s meetings with DEP relative to the use of the 2006 and 1984 baselines as the basis of developing the storm water management plan (See Attachment A).
