Chairman Greenberg called the meeting to order.

Mr. Millstein moved and Mr. Cramer seconded a motion to enter into Open Session.  The motion passed unanimously.
OPEN SESSION  

ACCEPTANCE OF MINUTES OF APRIL 3, 2008.  Ms. Musumeci moved and Mr. Millstein seconded a motion to accept the minutes of April 3, 2008.  The motion passed unanimously.
COMMUNICATIONS
Reimbursement of Expenses.  Mr. Pepe moved and Mr. Greenberg seconded a motion to approve reimbursement of meeting and mileage fees to Ms. Musumeci for coming into the Board’s office on April 16, 2008 to review and sign a DOT License Agreement (PRB File #08-118).  The motion passed unanimously.

Legislative Bills.  Mr. Babiarz provided the Board with copies of the following proposed legislation:
File No. 150 (Senate Bill No. 46) – An Act Concerning The Department of Transportation.  This bill would provide authorization for the Department of Transportation to increase its staff by six positions.  The Governor’s budget bill (HB 5021) provides three-quarter year funding for six positions for establishment of an Office of Strategic Planning and Evaluation.  This includes:  (1) a Chief Operating Office and (2) an Office of Strategic Planning and Evaluation consisting of five positions.
File No. 490 (Substitute House Bill No. 5632) – An Act Reducing The Number Of State-Owned And Leased Surface Parking Lots In The City Of Hartford.  This bill requires the Department of 
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Public Works (DPW) and the University of Connecticut Transportation Institute to prepare a plan to reduce the number of state-owned and leased surface parking lots in Hartford.  The estimated cost of the plan is between $300,000 and $350,000.  It should be noted that Section 2(g)(4) of PA 07-7 (JSS) authorizes $200,000 in General Obligation (GO) bonds to DPW for development and implementation of a plan to reduce the number of state-owned and leased surface parking lots in Hartford.  

File No. 307 (Substitute House Bill No. 5663) – An Act Concerning United States Senate Vacancies.  This bill eliminates the governor’s power to fill U.S. Senate vacancies by appointment and instead requires a special election.  It establishes a procedure for issuing the writs of election and holding the election.  The electors eligible to vote in the special election are those whose names appeared on the last voter registry list compiled for the last regular election held in the municipality or political subdivision holding the special election plus the names of people in those areas admitted as electors after the list was completed.  The bill alters the process for selecting convention delegates to fill the vacancy, holding a convention, and holding a primary if someone challenges the party-endorsed candidate.
File No. 419 (Substitute Senate Bill No. 333) – An Act Concerning Comprehensive Ethics Reforms.  This bill:  (1) generally permits state courts to revoke or reduce any retirement or other benefits due to state or municipal officials or employees who commit certain crimes related to their employment; (2) makes it a class A misdemeanor for public servants to fail to report a bribe; (3) establishes a Legislative Code of Conduct and a Legislative Ethics Committee to enforce it; (4) prohibits public officials from engaging in conduct that creates an appearance of impropriety; and (5) requires legislators to attend biennial training on the State Code of Ethics for Public Officials and the Legislative Code of Conduct.
Mr. Babiarz commented that this bill passed the Senate on April 16, 2008.

Billboard Appeal Hearings.  Ms. Goodhouse reported that as of this morning, the Board has received a total of six (6) letters requesting that the State Properties Review Board conduct a public hearing concerning the proposed regulations regarding “Appeals from Owners of Outdoor Advertising Structures” as published in the Connecticut Law Journal on April 1, 2008.  She said that if the Board receives a total of 15 requests within 30 days from the date of publication, a public hearing would have to be held.
Mr. Millstein moved and Mr. Cramer seconded a motion to go out of Open Session.  The motion passed unanimously.

Design Roof over Bridge
Design a new roof at the third floor bridge extending from existing garage to exterior entrance doors at Beacon Hall.  Coordinate the new roof cover with existing framing, provide new roof drains/leaders to redirect storm water, design changes to bridge and terrace exterior lighting, extend the bird deterrent system and re-evaluate bridge framing to accommodate the new roof load.

Mr. Babiarz noted that the expanded construction administration services include:  Forty-three 4-hour weekly visits during a projected 300 calendar day construction period, processing of any change orders and requests for information and the review of tests by testing companies, the provision of reports and photos of construction-in-progress, the supervision of special inspections, completion of the contractor’s evaluation form, etc.
