The Department of Transportation withdrew the above proposal on 4/20/2009.  DOT proposed the acquisition of 23,909+/- sq. ft. of vacant land in exchange for the release of 1.8+/- acres of State owned land. Board staff requested additional information concerning the valuation of the exchange parcels, and clarification of Transportation’s statutory authority for exchanging land as a means to acquiring other land for highway purposes.  As a consequence, DOT is re-evaluating its procedures with respect to administrative settlements as provided for under Section 13a-73(c) of the Statutes.

by abutter bid, for assemblage.

The subject non-conforming 3,561 sq.ft. release parcel is triangular in shape, having 119 feet of frontage on the westerly side of Old Spring Road. The zone is residential, and to determine its value,
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the appraiser considered its highest and best use as assemblage to the adjacent single-family lot at 37 Old Spring Road.  Before assemblage, 37 Old Spring Road is a .223 acre parcel improved with a 2,424 sq.ft single family residence. Consequently, a before and after analysis was completed, concluding that assemblage creating a larger lot of .305 acres would increase value by $35,000 because of the additional privacy and utility resulting to benefit the residential use of 37 Old Spring Road.

Ms. Goodhouse recommended approval of this item.  The conveyance complies with CGS Sec. 13a-80, governing the release of excess property by the commissioner of transportation.  It also complies with CGS Sec. 3-14b, requiring notification of the release to the Town of Fairfield and the state senator and state representative for the district.  The proposed sale was the result of an abutter bid process conducted in accordance with statutes, all abutters being notified of the sale, and one bid being received and accepted by DOT.  Ms. Goodhouse also recommended the sale because DOT has spent $5,000 in the past two years on maintenance of the property.  The property was a portion of .23 acres purchased in two parcels in 1954 and 1955 for the construction of I-95 for $23,600 ($2.36/sq.ft.)  The proposed sale price for this .08 acre remnant is $15,234.90 ($4.28/sq.ft.).
