Ms. Goodhouse recommended Board approval to release 17,685+/- sq. ft. of non-conforming, vacant land to an abutter for the sales price of $6,800.
Ms. Goodhouse stated that the Department of Transportation (DOT) acquired a .98-acre parcel in 1928, and the subject is a deed for the remainder of that parcel, a remnant resulting from the relocation of Route 63.  She said that the subject parcel was requested in 2005 by Virginia J. Anderson, predecessor in title to Baldwin Rockview, LLC.  The purpose of her request was to add the release land to a proposed building lot, accessed from Burma Road.  No access was needed or requested from Route 66, which is “like a cliff” along this frontage.  Ms. Goodhouse said that the release parcel would be rear land for the subdivision lot.  It would create a conforming lot when assembled with the “flag” lot of the grantee because the subject would provide 259 feet of frontage on Amity Road, Route 66.  She said that the Town of Woodbridge zoning regulations require 200 feet of frontage on a town road for lots in the Residential A zone.
Ms. Goodhouse indicated that DOT held an abutter bid on July 26, 2007, requiring a minimum bid of $6,600 based upon an appraisal by Bruce C. Cowdrey of DOT.  The agency received two responses.  The bid was awarded to Baldwin Rockview, LLC (bid of $6,800) because DOT determined that conveyance to the abutter to the south (Donald Priest, Woodbridge Professional Center North, LP, bid $7,001) would result in making the property of Baldwin Rockview, LLC non-conforming to the Town of Woodbridge zoning regulations {CGS 13a-80(c)}.

Ms. Goodhouse reported that PRB Files #08-120 and #08-121 are single-family lease-outs for State employee housing on the grounds of Connecticut Valley Hospital, Middletown.  In concert with the Governor’s directive, rents are 70% of market value.  The term of the leases are on a month-to-month basis not-to-exceed 2 years and is subject to termination by either party with 30-days prior notice or upon the death of the tenant.

Ms. Goodhouse provided the Board with a spreadsheet outlining the details of the lease-outs (See Attachment A) and recommends approval.
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Mr. Millstein pointed out that on Housing Certification Form submitted with subject proposals, it indicates that the 2002 valuation for the units is $6,780 and the valuation for 2004 is $4,320.  He asked why there is such a difference between these two values.  Ms. Goodhouse commented that the rent for the units is based upon the 2004 valuation which was established by an appraisal prepared by Bowley Moore on August 12, 2004.
Mr. Millstein stated that he has no objection to approving the two subject lease-outs, but would like staff to research why there is a difference between the two valuations.

The task includes the following related tasks:
· Revise the existing drainage report to show existing outlet structure modifications required for no increase in peak discharge.

· Design inlet and conveyance system, storm water treatment system, and outlet structure modifications as determined by hydrologic analysis.

· Prepare soil erosion and sediment control plan and narrative consistent with DEP 2002 guidelines.

· Confirm adequacy of existing outlet protection and prepare layout, grading, soil erosion, and sediment control drawings as required by the checklist in Attachment H of the FMC.

After review, Mr. Cramer recommended Board approval of Task Letter #2A.
