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The subject Commission Letter #14 had been returned by the Board on April 1, 2010 because in the Board’s opinion a fee in the amount of $2,200 was not warranted for emissions calculations in connection with a Department of Environmental Protection permitting process.  The Board found that applying for the permits for emissions is not a consultant responsibility, but that in any event the consultant would have developed the calculations during the design phase.
Mr. Norman referred to additional information dated April 19, 2010, received from the subconsultant, URS Corporation, explaining why emissions calculations were not performed during design:

The MEP design effort is intended to select, specify and layout systems matching the estimated building loads and meeting or exceeding mandated efficiency levels. For example, boilers are selected to match estimated heating load, with the highest operating efficiency available for the type of fuel used. The design effort cannot conclusively establish emission levels and does not include formal emission level calculations for the following reasons:
· The emission level calculation is not part of the product selection and system design. 

· The Bid Documents must allow open bid procurement of equipment made by at least three Manufacturers. 

· The Manufacturers, in turn, reserve the right to discontinue, replace or modify products available on the market, without advance notice. 

· Any emission calculation performed on the basis specified products would have to be redone on the basis of finally installed products. 
For the above reasons, URS maintains that calculations required to validate the emission levels of installed equipment, for permit purposes, cannot be prepared in advance, as part of basic design services.
