Assignment of three full and perpetual easements for highway purposes, totaling 1,377 sq.ft. to the City of Bristol, in connection with intersectional improvements on Camp Street, Plainville at Bristol city line, now being released to the City.  A town road release file designation, as agreed upon between the State and the Town of Plainville, dated Oct. 1, 1996.

Ms. Goodhouse reported that Transportation acquired three full and perpetual easements on behalf of the Town of Plainville for a local road improvement project at Camp Street.  The project is now complete, and as per a 1996 agreement, the DOT is releasing the land and rights acquired in Bristol to the Town of Bristol, with the concurrence of the Town of Plainville.  The easements were obtained by the State in 1997 on behalf of the town.  This is a release to the town for highway purposes only and there is no monetary consideration.  The conveyance complies with Section 13a-80 of the CGS governing the release of excess property by the Commissioner of Transportation, and  the release maps and the Quit-Claim deed are consistent.  The release easement areas are 217 SF, 460 SF, and 700 SF located westerly of Camp Street on the Bristol/Plainville town line.

Ms. Goodhouse explained that Transportation acquired land, easements, and drainage rights of way on behalf of the Town of Simsbury for a local road improvement project at West Mountain Road.  The project is now complete, and as per a 1997 agreement, DOT is releasing the land, easements and rights acquired in Simsbury to the Town of Simsbury.  This is a release to the town for highway purposes only and there is no monetary consideration. The conveyance complies with Section 13a-80 governing the release of excess property by the Commissioner, and the descriptions in the Quit-Claim to release the real property are consistent with the descriptions in the DOT acquisition deeds.
