Chairman Greenberg called the meeting to order.

Mr. Millstein moved and Mr. Cramer seconded a motion to enter into Open Session.  The motion passed unanimously.

Ms. Goodhouse reported that the subject submittal by the Department of Transportation (DOT) requests Board approval of a rental agreement for the rental of a second floor apartment located at 11 West Starrs Plain Road, Danbury.  The subject parcel consists of  2.61+/- acres of land improved with a three-family house.  The property was originally acquired in connection with the relocation of Route 7.  Ms. Goodhouse indicated that the apartment has five rooms and totals 936 sq. ft.  The rental agreement is on a month-to-month basis at a monthly rental rate of $1,250, which includes taxes.  The monthly rent does not include utilities, and the tenant is responsible for all routine maintenance.  The prior tenant paid $675 per month from January 2006 through April 2006.  The apartment has been vacant since April 25, 2006.  Ms. Goodhouse noted that the first floor of the three-family house is currently rented at $920 per month, plus taxes.  
After discussion, Ms. Goodhouse recommended Board approval of the subject rental agreement.

Mr. Cramer reported that the subject Commission Letter #6 is a proposal to revise the Architect’s total fee from $5,132,590 to $5,167,075, an increase of $34,485 for supplemental and additional engineering services summarized as follows:

1. Modify the landscape plans to comply with the State of Connecticut, Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) approved site plan; create a conditional FEMA floodplain/floodway map to be used in meetings with regulatory agencies; meet with City of Norwich, DEP and FEMA to discuss the project and potential solutions; and visit the site ($12,650).
2. Review the hydraulic model previously prepared by Purcell Associates and modify, if necessary ($4,0151).

3. Modify civil and landscape construction documents for the revised parking lot and specify GC bid “specs”, and submit revised construction documents to DPW and DEP for approval ($19,750).

4. Reconfigure two entry drives to three lanes, prepare final grading and planting plans, revise contract documents to allow GC to provide a cost estimate and prepare drainage system calculations for the drives ($11,850).
5. Field survey a portion of the elevated slab in Wing 1 and prepare as-built of slab thickness ($2,050).

6. Consistent with STC requirements, prepare contract documents for the reconfiguration of the intersection of Route 82 and New London Turnpike and the widening of the New London Turnpike along the frontage of Three Rivers Community College (TRCC) and prepare GC bidding requirements ($6,400).

The total fee for Items #1 through #6 is $56,715 less $22,2301 for the deletion of subsection P of Exhibit A in its entirety and credit the State the full amount of Commission Letter #5, for a net fee of $34,485.

(1Note:  Commission Letter #5 required the Architect to complete eight engineering tasks for a total fee of $22,230.  These services and fee are incorporated into the Architect’s contract as subsection P of Exhibit A.  Commission Letter #6 deleted subsection P of Exhibit A in its entirety and credits the 
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entire $22,230 fee to the State.  Additionally, Commission Letter #5 incorporates four engineering services contained in Commission Letter #5, without modification, and a portion of task #5.  The total cost for engineering tasks #1 through #4 is at the same $12,650 fee that appears in Commission Letter #5.  The cost of engineering task #5 has been decreased by $5,665 to reflect the reduction in its scope and the cost of the following services that are no longer required.

· Task #6 – Field Survey the area from New London Turnpike to the TRCC downstream property line.
· Task #7 – Utilizing the field survey, develop a hydraulic model for existing conditions.

· Task #8 – Develop 10, 50, 100 and 500-year water surface profiles and floodway for existing conditions.)
Board approval of Commission Letter #6 is recommended for the following reasons:

1. Commission Letter #6 cures a $100 scrivener’s error contained in Commission Letter #5 that was carried forward in the Architect’s proposal letter, dated January 4, 2008, that accompanies Commission Letter #6.

2. Funds are available to compensate the Architect.

Mr. Cramer reported that the subject Second Amendment to Contract is a proposal to revise the Consultant’s total fee from $3,041,336 to $3,440,337, an increase of up to $399,001, for the following expansion to the scope of work:

· Skanska USA Building, Inc. will engage Diversified Project Management to conduct, direct, and supervise the bidding, purchasing, coordination, delivery, installation, set-up, testing, disposal and clean-up of the College’s new furniture, fixtures and equipment (FF&E) package 
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and also, includes all aspects of the relocation of existing FF&E that will be salvaged and moved from the existing facility to the new facility.  All services will be completed on or before September 30, 2009. 
· Certified requests for monthly payments will show actual hours work and the rates applied.  The State has the right to audit the Construction Administrator’s records.

The not-to-exceed fee of $399,001 is estimated as follows:

(1In the Business Arrangement section (page 5) of the Skanska proposal letter dated January 25, 2008, the Consultant stipulates that Diversified Project Management will provide services of not more than 4,000 man hours.  The latter is inconsistent with the Schedule of Rates & Hours (dated 12/04/07) appended to the above proposal letter which documents a total of 4,257 man hours at an estimated cost of $380,067).
